sb 1182: 

Mr. Powell stated Senate Bill 1182 consolidates the code adoption authority for the State of Oklahoma, and creates the Uniform Code Commission.  The objectives of this bill are to create a body that has the authority to adopt the codes in a uniform way for the entire State of Oklahoma.  It also provides the opportunity for subdivisions of government to adopt codes that exceed the provisions but no jurisdiction may fall below the minimum code standards.

The bill calls for this organization to be housed within the Construction Industries Board but it operates with a great deal of independence.  Although they will be housed at the Construction Industries Board it will be of administrative nature. It does provide a funding mechanism and sets up all the Executive Offices. It would draw revenue’s from fees on permits issued by state agencies political subdivisions. Essentially what it does is requires any local jurisdiction to adopt code more stringent to notify that body and it gets posted on the web site so there is transparency with respect to all the jurisdictions that have adopted codes that are more stringent than the statewide codes adopted by this body.
Mr. Powell states second document  you have is the Stimulus Bill, H.R. 1-33 and what this bill does is authorize the energy secretary to make grants to the state “only if the governor of the recipient State notifies the Secretary of Energy in writing that the governor has obtained necessary assurances that each of the following will occur”. And if you skip down to paragraph two, “the State, or the applicable government that have authority to adopt building codes, will implement the following” and it goes on to sight the International Energy Conservation Code for the residential construction and the ANSI/ASHRAE/IESNA 90.1 for commercial construction. It also calls for the state to be incompliance with those codes for 90% of construction within 8 years.

It is that assurance that qualifies the state for certain federal dollars, and as he understands it that amount coming to the state government subject to this particular provision is about $47,000,000.00.
