Discussion and possible action regarding possible rulemaking relating to CEU’s in response to the passage of SB 45 and SB 2131
Mr. Denny stated the CIB (Construction Industries Board) has recommended this Committee look at possible rule changes if any are necessary for the unrestricted authority you now have on CEU’s. Mr. Denny stated a Sub-Committee could be formed or direct all members of this Committee to bring back ideas for discussion at the next meeting to talk about possible changes in the rules. You should begin creating a plan for discussion so you can make a recommendation to the CIB of those changes you desire.
Mr. Butler asked what the purpose was for SB 45. Mr. Denny answered to free up the content of the CEU courses so they wouldn’t have to be on the code revisions and the removal of the 6 hours requirement, so you can now set the number of hours required as you deem appropriate.

Mr. George stated SB 45 also allows having manufacturers or suppliers give demonstrations like the water heaters now that have the non-explosives and new products in the industry. 

Mr. Denny stated to clarify, SB 45 doesn’t change anything, it only changes your authority to change what CEU’s are required. But the current regulations you have in place are still in effect.

Mr. Denny stated SB 2131 is to move the Home Inspectors licensing from the Oklahoma Department of Health and place them under the Construction Industries Board agency beginning November 1, 2008. SB 2131 also allows for examination for Petroleum Refinery Mechanical Journeyman license.

Mr. Eddy asked if the Home Inspectors have any enforcement agents other the state inspectors. Mr. Denny answered they have a person who is assigned as an investigator to ensure they have their license. Once they move over here they will be looking at how to strengthen their enforcement structure to more closely regulate their trade. 

Discussion and action regarding possible rulemaking with regard to the minimum standard of installation for plumbing

Mr. Denny read from the permanent rules in “SB 45 Section 2 (6). The establishment of minimum standards of plumbing installation through the adoption of standards published by a recognized code body.” You already have something in place, but it only pertains to installation outside the areas that are the municipality. There is and Attorney Generals Opinion, 91-1 that states the Board has the authority to adopt a statewide plumbing standard installation.
Mr. Butler asked if that was not the code we accept? Mr. Denny answered the minimum standard is for the entire state but the municipalities. Mr. Denny read 158:30-1-4.  “Standard of installation;  TC \l3 "The Construction Industries Board hereby incorporates the International Plumbing Code/2003,2003 International Fuel Gas Code, and the plumbing portion of the 2003 International Residential Code as the minimum standard for the installation of plumbing in Oklahoma where no ordinance or regulation of a governmental subdivision applies”. Mr. Denny stated in the electrical and mechanical after making that last code reference has “throughout the state”, but the plumbing states for the installation of plumbing in Oklahoma where no ordinance or regulation of a governmental subdivision applies. You would have to change this in your rulemaking. 
Mr. Eddy asked what does this do for those in the incorporated areas. Mr. Denny stated it would make the governing codes for those jurisdictions have to be at least as stringent as the CIB’s codes are. They don’t have to follow our same code; they just have to be at least as stringent if not more as the codes we adopt.
