AG Op. No. 09-12 (application of the Open Records Act and Records Management Act to emails, text messages and other electronic communications dealing with public business made with or stored on privately owned phones or communication devices: 

Mr. Denny stated the Committee has been provided a copy of this item regarding the AG Opinion No. 09-12 which is the application of the Open Records Act and Records Management Act to emails, text messages and other electronic communications dealing with public business made with or stored on privately owned phones or communication devices.   This applies to state employees, officers, and committee members, etc.  It addresses the use of your own private personal equipment to conduct business that is related to the state.

The committee members represent a portion of the industry for the citizens of the state.  If you get emails at home that is asking you to look into a certain matter as a member of the committee that is technically under the Open Records Act.   It isn’t really an issue unless the agency was to get sued or if you were to get sued as a representative of the state.

The email that are circulated to inform you of the meetings, agenda, etc. since that was generated from the office that is a duplicate and there is no need to worry about it.  It is the things that the agency wouldn’t have on file that we would be concerned with and then it would take a very rare instance for someone to request that information.
Mr. Powell stated to the Committee if they are in doubt send it to his email to give us a chance to determine what status has in regard to public records.
Non-licensed people performing plumbing system winterizing 

Mr. George stated this is a letter received by Mr. George Truitt. Mr. George believes they should be licensed to perform this.  It is not a problem with taking it apart, but when you start putting it back together that problems arise.
Mr. Truitt stated the problem is these individual go out to a meter and cutoff that line below ground and leave it. They then draining the house, open the valves and take the water heater loose, disconnect it and in some instances they don’t drain the water tank but they disconnect the line or cut the line. 

plumbers installing residential sprinkler systems

Mr. George stated he talked with Matt Shue; Director of Occupational Licensing at Oklahoma Department of Health, this discussion came up in Edmond where they were allowing plumbers to do installation and we all said “yes” it was okay for a licensed plumber to do that. 
Mr. George states this is in their statute that he provided a copy to the committee on the section this pertains to on manufacture houses, multipurpose fire sprinkler system it defines which properties have to have and each of these require alarm and fire sprinkler license for plumbers to install. According to Mr. Shue what is going to happen is they have to take a short test and pass if they want to install these systems. And that covers plumbers under the Alarm Act; all they are doing is enforcing their statute.
