ACCEPTABLE MATERIAL PRESENTATION FOR CEU REQUIREMENTS
Mr. George stated since SB 2643 passed we need to reexamine the CEU requirements. These rules will go into effect on November 1st. We are now able to set the number of hours this Committee deems acceptable, how often we want CEU’s be taken and if we want it to be over just code update or make it over code review and have manufactures present courses on new material or new installations that have come into the market.

Mr. Smith stated he likes how the CEU’s are setup now with having to take them every code cycle. 
Mr. George read 158:30-9-4(a)(1) Continuing education requirements. No plumbing contractor or journeyman license shall be renewed unless the licensee has completed at least six (6) instructional hours of continuing education on the revisions to the current published edition of the International Plumbing Code, International Fuel Gas Code and/or International Residential Code within one (1) year of adoption. Continuing Education requirements may also be fulfilled by not less than four (4) hours on the revisions to the current published edition of the International Plumbing Code, International Fuel Gas Code and/or International Residential Code including revisions and not less than two (2) hours of manufacturers’ installation of equipment or parts.

Mr. Nutt suggested the wording after “four (4) hours” be changed by deleting “on the revisions to” and then add “including revisions.” at the end of International Residential Code.  Then delete “and not less than” and add “also may include up to”. 

A MOTION WAS MADE BY RONNIE SMITH WITH A SECOND BY CHARLES FITCH TO REMOVE THE WORDING “ON THE REVISIONS TO” AND ADD THE WORDING AT THE MANUFACTURERS INSTALLATION OF “ALSO MAY INCLUDE UP TO”.
