2007 PROPOSED LEGISLATIVE CHANGES
Mrs. Patricia Schweitzer stated HB1676 died in Committee and Senate Committee. 
HOME STUDY COURSE 
Mr. Jim George stated he sent Ms. Mary Beth Hall an email (a copy of that email was given to the Committee) asking how this program was structured and she answered it was four years, 12 months to complete each course. The employer is responsible to submit all documentation of on-the-job training. Mr. George stated he talked with Mr. Jack Jarvis, Director of Apprenticeship in New Hampshire who has had this program for several years and they recommend the individual do their work home study program at the same rate as their experience in on-the-job training. Mr. Jarvis highly recommends this course for those who don’t have an organized program. Mr. George asked Ms. Jeannette LaMar to attend today and bring a copy of the actual book to review. Mr. George stated PHCC is the one who organizes and runs the program in New Hampshire; they do all the recordkeeping and forward the report to the licensing agency.
Mr. Eddy stated he would like to review the book from Ms. LaMar. Mr. George stated he would get with Ms. LaMar to get the book.

INCREASE OF CONTRACTOR LICENSE FEES
Mr. West stated statutorily we cannot increase the contractor license fees to $300.00. The Construction Industries Board’s Budget Committee has requested input from each of the trades Committee’s on their thoughts about raising contractor license fees. Mr. Butler stated that is part of business, as gas prices and things go up. Mr. George stated he felt we need to explain why our expenses have increased in this 5-year period. Mr. West stated when you are a self funded agency you have to come up with additional funds yourself. Mr. Smith asked if you increase the fees and all those who have carried an inactive license just to keep the license, would now not renew that license any longer because they don’t want to pay that amount just to keep their license current. Mr. West answered that is unknown, how much of an offset a fee increase would be from the loss of license holders.
