Board to Make Choice of Next Topic/Block of CLEET Basic Academy Curriculum to Review
Keith Miller, Academy Coordinator, proposed the next topic/block of CLEET Basic Academy Curriculum to begin reviewing be the Patrol block topics.  One of the topics from the Patrol block will be presented for discussion at the next regularly scheduled Curriculum Review Board meeting scheduled for March 13, 2018.

Director’s Report
Steve Emmons, Executive Director, gave a report on the following:

· Council decision for future basic academies for CLEET certification

· CLEET was directed, by the Council, to remove the population requirement from § 3311.5 L allowing the Council and CLEET to review and approve a request for an off-site basic academy that meets all of the requirements to hold a basic academy.  This language change would have to be run in a bill, and CLEET would need to find someone to run that bill.
· CLEET staff would gather information for an off-site basic academy regarding the following:

· Resources the requesting agency(ies) have available to hold an academy

· Availability of qualified instructors for the academy

· Number of potential attendees for the academy

CLEET staff would then report back to the Council their findings in order for the Council to make an informed decision on whether or not to approve the requested off-site basic academy.

· Council voted to allow Lawton to train other agency individuals.  CLEET will follow up to see the results of this.  At this time, no other academy city is open to cadets from agencies other than their own.
· A “Pay to Go” basic academy is still being considered as an option for individuals.  It would not be revenue for CLEET, but more of a “break even” situation.

· Upcoming legislative requests for CLEET and other legislation involving CLEET

· Department of Corrections (DOC) is running a bill for their commissioned Probation and Parole Officers to allow them to be “pulled out” of specific parts of the basic academy and have them attend DOC classes in place of those classes.

This would result in a bridge type of academy for DOC if/when they were to leave DOC and become employed as a commissioned, full-time peace officer by another Oklahoma law enforcement agency.

· IADLEST National Instructor Certification program

· CLEET is still looking into the national certification for classes being taught in Oklahoma.  A short course to be vetted bi IADLEST would be approximately a $150.00 cost to the individual seeking the national certification through IADLEST, but they would be certified to teach it in any state.
