FY 2008 AML SIMPLIFIED GRANT ($1,955,266) The following is a status report on the projects in
this grant;

1. West Chelsea Phase 2 - 248 (Rogers County)
The contractor, Wilson Ranch and Excavating LLC, has completed 99 percent of the reclamation
work while using 65 percent of the contract time. The final inspection will likely be held the first
part of March. Weather has delayed fence construction. Soil samples will be taken to prepare
for planting of the permanent vegetation.

2. Greer Phase 2 - 208 (Rogers County)
The contractor, Precision Impact Recovery, LL.C, of Pauls Valley, Oklahoma, began work on
Dec. 1 and has completed 44 percent of the reclamation work while using 32 percent of the
contract time,

3. LCUM 5 (LeFlore County)
The contractor, Frazier Construction, has completed 26 percent of the reclamation work while
using 18 percent of the contract time.
