Meth Busters ~ Broken Bow Schools

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Coalition members partnered to 
hold the first annual Great Ameri-
can Smoke Out Cookout/ Walk-
out.   This event was hosted by 
McCurtain Memorial Hospital at 
their walking track, and used the 
number “16” as a focus (16 Okla-

homans die each day from to-
bacco related illness).  In front of 
the hospital, near entrances from 
the highway, the hospital dis-
played the number sixteen with 
ten foot frames covered in red 
balloons.  The hospital received 
calls throughout the day inquiring 
about the meaning of the number 
“16”.  Idabel Middle School 
SWAT students had a booth 
where local citizens signed up to 
walk laps around the track.  Par-
ticipants were given information 
about tobacco smoke and how it 
affects lung capacity.  This activ-
ity also met the physical activity 
component required by a grant 
recently obtained through Idabel 

Schools.  The Tushka Leadership 
Class provided a cookout, which 
included healthy selections to help 
draw a crowd.  Food was donated 
by local supermarkets. Partici-
pants took part in a survey in-
cluded questions pertaining to the 
number “16” and willingness to 
support a smoke free environ-
ment.  Surveys revealed that 98% 
of participants would support a 
smoke free environment.  The 
local Area Prevention Resource 
Center set up a table where they 
displayed the harmful effects of 
tobacco smoke on the lungs.  Ida-
bel Public Schools agreed to allow 
students from the afterschool pro-
gram attend the event.  Nearly 300 

students were in attendance, and 
many were accompanied by their 
parents and grandparents.   Other 
local organizations each set up 
different activities to keep stu-
dents busy, and teach them about 
the harmful effects of tobacco. 
 
While we do understand that the 
effects of one event do not last 
beyond the memory of its partici-
pants, we also know that this 
event gained enough local media 
attention to motivate Haworth 
City Council to adopt Clean In-
door Air and Youth Access Ordi-
nances, and Forest Grove Schools 
to adopt a 24/7 No Tobacco Pol-
icy.  �
