Theresa suggests education of staff and knowledge of state and 
Regional, hospital and EMS trauma plans would be helpful in knowing when to utilize air 
transport. If you think you'll need them notify and put on standby. You can always cancel. 
If your facility is doing tests that you know will take an extended time to get results, why 
do them and delay transport. If you need further help, have trouble with staff/physician 
cooperation Utilize the CQI committee, turn yourself in, there is help available. There is
