CQI is performance improvement process “Oklahoma Trauma Systems Improvement and Development Act required by HB 1554.

Important for 

-regulatory compliance

-legal protection and implications

-identification of trauma standard of care

-identification of education needs

The process starts by referral form, case records are requested, case presentation at CQI committee, loop closure letters are sent to agencies, responses are received, case follow-up at CQI committee, case closed vs. further follow-up.

CQI content is not subject to Open Records Act.

Remember this process is not punitive. Education is first and primary goal of corrective action.

Team approach is encouraged with respect and professionalism.

 The CQI goal is education which creates a positive patient outcome.
