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Significant Outcomes:

TSET grant completed it's planning phase year, funded for $75,000.00. During this planning phase year, partnerships were
built to assist the program in its upcoming implementation year 1 with accomplishing objectives; such as, passing of 24/7
Tobacco Free School Policies, passing of local ordinances to adopt at a local level the Oklahoma Prevention of Youth Ac-
cess to Tobacco Act and the Oklahoma Smoking in Public Places and Indoor Workplaces Act. Counter marketing was a
great strategy to increase the extent of utilization of the Oklahoma Tobacco Helpline. TSET did acquire one adult partner
to work with a SWAT group in Bryan County. Community Indicator and Social Capital Assets Assessment Forms com-
pleted to establish needs in each county. Eight coalition members, community partners, and coordinator were trained in
tobacco control during this planning phase year. The Kick Butts Day Event on April 2nd was a success, as over a hundred
youth, adults, and partners participated in a clean up day at local parks to bring awareness and begin the process of the
communities becoming tobacco free. Free media, through local newspapers, provided the coverage of the participants with
two newspaper articles and many pictures over several days during the week of KBD.
