The 10th & Hickman Street project has been moved up to 2011 and should be completed before the August 2011 school year starts.

Today we were awarded to REAP Grants. One is to replace street signs, poles and city signs in Nicoma Park. The second one is to rebuild the restrooms at the park and to finish the fencing around the soccer fields.
