Determination of Quorum and Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 1:15 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were, Kim Winston, M.C.D., Stephen Painton, Ph. D., Cynda Olberding, M.A. and Nancy Landrum.   Keith Clark was absent. Guests in attendance were Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. representing the board, Katie Meadows, Kathy Wheat and Mona Ryan.
Approval of Minutes of the June 13, 2008 Board Meeting minutes 

Ms. Olberding moved and Dr. Painton seconded the motion to approve the minutes with changes.

Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed. 

Discussion and possible action on Speech Pathology and Audiology Assistant Guidelines and or rule changes. 

Mona Ryan and Kathy Wheat discussed the shortage of Speech-Language Pathologist in Oklahoma. They presented an ASHA Leadership Development Project, which addressed the shortage of Speech-Language Pathologists.  They have developed a proposed plan with a three-tiered system of assistant service providers.  First tier being a licensed Speech-Language Pathologist meeting the State’s licensure laws, tier two a speech language therapist at Bachelor level and tier being a speech language assistant.  The project is recommending rule changes for Speech-Language Pathology Assistants.  Ms. Winston recommended that they send a copy of their suggested rule changes to the office to be distributed to the board members for future review.  

Discussion and possible action on Internet management software thru Ok.Gov.  

Katie Meadows of OK.Gov attended the board meeting to clarify the Content Management part of the contract for services with OK.Gov for the on-line services.  Ms. Meadows explained that the content management for our website would normally cost the agency $5,000 in advance. OK.Gov has agreed to place an additional $2.00 charge to each misc. on-line transactions and allow us to have the Content Management for our website now.  Once the $5,000 has been paid a notice will be sent to the agency and the $2.00 charge will change to $1.00 fee.  OK.Gov furnishes on-going support at no extra charge. 
Discussion and possible action on changing the agencies work week from 5 days to 4 days and changing hours from 8 hours to 10 hours a day.
The board members discussed the issue of changing the hours of our agencies operation and agreed that our agency will remain open 8:00 am to 5:00 pm five days a week.  The board members directed the Executive Secretary to determine the working schedule for the Board of Examiners for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology office employees in accordance with the Office of Personnel flexible working times.  This will allow the employees to work 10-hour days if they desire but they would need to alternate the days off to make sure the agency is available to the public. 
Discussion and possible action on sending board members and executive secretary to the NCSB conference on October 16-18 in Vienna, Virginia and selecting those attending the “Welcome Reception” on October 16th.

Dr. Painton moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to send Kim Winston, Cynda Olberding, Jeanie Wall and Amy Hall to the NCSB Conference in Vienna, Virginia. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.
Discussion and possible action on election ballot for NCSB President –Elect and Board of Directors – three positions.

Discussion and possible action on a request from Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. for our board pay for the hotel bill of $576.29 so she can attend the “Federation of Association of Regulatory Boards (FARB) Attorney Certification Seminar” in Colorado Springs in October.   
Ms. Balzer explained the 3-day conference specifically addresses legal issues of professional licensing boards and two other State agencies are paying for her conference fee and airline ticket. 

Dr. Painton moved and Ms. Olberding seconded the motion for our board pay the hotel bill of $576.29 so Sandra Balzer can attend the “Federation of Association of Regulatory Boards (FARB) Attorney Certification Seminar” in Colorado Springs in October.  Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.  
Discussion and possible action on placing information on the agency website under “Frequently Asked Questions” to cover definitions of ENT, Audiologist, Hearing Aid Dealer and Fitter and Speech-Language Pathologist and other information for consideration.  

This agenda item was tabled.

Discussion and possible action on rule changes regarding supervision of Speech-Language Pathology CEY’s.  This could include changes in number of weeks of supervision for CEY, definitions for onsite observations, direct supervision and the number of years of experience a licensee should have before supervision of a CEY.   Cynda Olberding, M.A. and Nancy Landrum on this committee. 

The board members discussed the issue of a CEY under the supervision of a first year licensee.  Ms. Olberding will work on the wording of a rule change to be presented to the board members.    

Discussion and possible action on agency policies regarding incomplete items for licensure files.

The board members discussed the current policies regarding incomplete items for licensure files and agreed to allow the office administration to continue the process as it is currently performed. 

Discussion and possible action on complaint #08-02. Stephen Painton, Ph.D. investigator
Dr. Painton explained that he investigated the complaint and recommended that there has been no violation of the rules or act. Dr. Painton requested the complainant be mailed a letter with notification of the outcome of the investigation. 

Ms. Landrum moved and Ms. Olberding seconded the motion to accept the recommendation from Dr. Painton.  Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.  
 Discussion and possible action on complaint # 08-03.
