Determination of Quorum and Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m. Ms. Winston called the roll.  Board members in attendance were, Kim Winston, M.C.D., Stephen Painton, Ph. D., Cynda Olberding, M.A. and Nancy Landrum.   Keith Clark was absent. Guest in attendance was Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. representing the board. 

Approval of Minutes of the August 22, 2008 Board Meeting minutes 

Dr. Painton moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to approve the minutes.

Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.

Discussion and possible action to resolve shortage of continuing education hours for 2001-2002 time period for Alicia Diehl. 

November 22, 2008, Alicia Diehl provided the board on with documentation of 12 hours of continuing education classes.  The submitted documents completes the required 12 hours of continuing education required to resolve continuing education hours not completed in the 2001-2002 term.  

Follow-up on Board members attending the October NCSB conference.

Ms. Olberding, Ms. Winston and Ms. Wall attended the NCSB conference October 16-18th.  Ms. Olberding and Ms. Winston attended the “Training for Board Members” on October 16th.  They found the information valuable for future complaints and hearing.

Discussion and Possible Action for 2008 Board meeting schedule (notice must be given to the Secretary of State by December 15th) Handout with dates that are available with DOC.

Ms. Olberding moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to approve the following dates: Friday, Feb. 6th, Friday, May 1st, Friday, June 5th, Friday August 21st, and Friday, December 4th, for the 2009 board meeting schedule. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.
Discussion and Possible Action on question sent to the board office asking if we should allow grand rounds for continuing education hours and if permitted as CE hours, how to measure grand rounds for continuing education.
The board office received an e-mail from Jennifer Calvert requesting information on continuing education questions.  Ms. Winston requested the questions be placed on the agenda for all board members to discuss.  The questions were: 1.  Can grand rounds be accepted for CE hours?  2.  Do management development classes that she attends as a rehab manager, count for continuing education?  3.  How many continuing education hours can she have for being a co-presenter for 1.5 hours at the OSHA conference?  

Dr. Painton moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to accept:  1. Grand rounds for CE hours as long the topics for grand rounds are pertinent to speech pathology or audiology and documentation for be submitted to the office for pre-approval. 2.  Management classes will be accepted for up to 20% or 4 hours of continuing education of required CE hours for a 2-year period.  3.   A conference presenter will receive 3 hours for every hour spoken. A note that all CE hours must have documentation. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.
Ms. Balzer and Dr. Painton will work with Ms. Wall to write a letter to Ms. Calvert explaining the answers. The letter should also include that all continuing education must have documentation.

Discussion and possible action on complaint # 08-03.  

Dr. Paintion presented the investigation of complaint 08-03 and the board determined the allegations did not rise to the level of a violation at of the rules of professional conduct at this time but recommended a letter of concern. 

Ms. Olberding moved and Dr. Painton seconded the motion to approve Dr. Painton’s recommendations to send a letter of concern to the licensee.  The letter would state that the complaint will be dropped upon receipt of the following:  redo of sale contract (with cost and service fee separate); provide contract to patient prior to ordering and dispensing of the hearing aid; send revised copy of patient contract to the board office within 4 weeks of receipt of the letter and; call complainant and let them know the outcome of the complaint. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Stephen Painton, Ph.D. voted yes and Nancy Landrum abstained from the vote and the motion passed.
Discussion and possible action on rule changes. 

This item was tabled.  Ms. Winston will rewrite and reword statues: 690: 10-5-6 and 690: 10-7-7.

Mrs. Olberding is also working on rules for SLP Assistant guidelines.

Discussion and possible action on placing information on the agency website under “Frequently Asked Questions” to cover definitions of ENT, Audiologist, Hearing Aid Dealer and Fitter and Speech-Language Pathologist and other information for consideration.  

This item was tabled. Dr. Painton will revise.  He will give to students to do and send to Ms. Landrum for a consumer friendly report. 

Review and possible action on pending licensure applications and assistant applications.  List Below.

Dr. Painton moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to approve all applicants for licensure. The list included 2 assistant applications, 1 audiology application, 11 speech pathology applicants and 10 CEY applicants.
