Determination of Quorum and Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 1:00 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D. Guests in attendance were Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. representing the board, Jeanie Wall and Amy Hall as staff and the following individuals attending the meeting: Karen Patterson, Ph.D., Kent Hawkins, Ph.D., Nicole Power, M.S., Mona Ryan, M.S., Larry Hartzell, Kathy Wheat, M.S., Scott McLaughlin, Ph.D., Jenna Minaschek, M.S., Mike Dennis, Ph.D., Christie Stuzenbecker, Susan  McHugh, M.S., Beth Martin, Kurt Kalies, M.S. 

Dr. Painton welcomed everyone to the December 4th Public Hearing on Proposed Rules Changes and Board Meeting. He stated that the Public Hearing would be completed before the regular board meeting business and that each person who wished to speak would have a limit of five minutes to make their public comments on the proposed rule changes.  

The following individuals spoke:  Karen Patterson, Kent Hawkins, Nicole Power, Mona Ryan, Larry Hartzell, Kathy Wheat, Scott McLaughlin, Mike Dennis, and Beth Martin. 

The majority of the comments were in regard to the licensure of speech language-pathology assistants.   Several speakers commented that more direct supervision should be required.  A speaker suggested that assistants should have continuing education requirements. A speaker suggested that the proposed rule regarding on-line supervision was too vague.  Some speakers were concerned that the licensure of assistants would result in a decrease in the employment of speech-language pathologists in the public school setting.  And that the supervision caseload of the existing SLP's would increase such that those persons would be primarily providing administrative functions rather than direct service to children.  This would have a negative impact on the quality of care.   Others commented that licensure of assistants would help to alleviate the shortage of SLP’s in rural areas and increase the availability of care to persons in those areas.  The speakers from the Health Dept and the Dept of Education supported the licensure of SLP assistants.  They stated that the availability of SLP assistants would aid in service delivery in rural schools and in the health department's child guidance and early intervention programs.  It was also stated that the Dept of Education could develop policy to safeguard the caseload of SLP’s.  The suggestion was made to change the effective date for the licensure of assistants from 2013 to 2012 to accommodate persons who will be graduating from an assistant program in May 2012.

Consideration/Review of Written Public Comments Received by the Board 

Dr. Painton thanked the group for their public comments and all those who sent in their written comments. All board members were e-mailed copies of all comments received by postal mail and e-mail as they were received by the board office. He then asked the board members for any comments.   

Cynda Olberding commented, “that after reading the comments mailed to the office that the need for continuing education for assistants was an important issue. 

Cynda moved and Tracy seconded the motion to continue the discussion of the proposed rules.

SUBCHAPTER 9.  690:10-9-1, 690:10-9-2 and 690:10-9-5

SUBCHAPTER 7.  
 
690:10-7-1 

Ms. Olberding moved to adopt the proposed amendments to rule 690:10-7-1 with the following changes:  Delete the phrase "in the employ of and" from the first sentence so the sentence now reads: "Any person not eligible for license as an independent practitioner or not eligible for authorization to practice as an intern under supervision under subsection A or B of section 1605 of the Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology Licensing Act, 59 O.S. 1605, as amended, who assists in the practice of speech-language pathology and audiology while under the direct full-time supervision of a licensed independent practitioner must apply for and receive licensure from the Board as a speech-language pathology or audiology assistant.  Dr. Wood seconded the motion.  Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed
690:10-7-3

Ms. Lambert moved to adopt the proposed amendments to rule 690:10-7-3 with the following changes:

1.  Direct supervision: in-view observation and guidance by a speech-language pathologist while an assigned activity is performed by support personnel.

2.  Indirect supervision is defined as those activities (other than direct observation and guidance) conducted by a speech-language pathologist that may include methods such as audio-and/or videotape recordings, telephone communications, conferences, and review of numerical data. Ms. Olberding seconded the motion.

Ms. Olberding made the motion to adopt the proposed amendments to rule 690: 10-7-7. with changes:  the addition of section (b):   (b)   For Speech-Language Pathology Assistants after May 1, 2012, a minimum of 30% direct and indirect supervision should be provided weekly for the first 90 days with a minimum of 20% actual patient/client contact time weekly.  After successful completion of the first 90 days a minimum of 10% of direct, onsite supervision is required with 20% indirect supervision.  The supervising Speech-Language Pathologist must be available by electronic means at all times when the Speech-Language Pathology Assistant is performing clinical activities.  Appropriate documentation must be maintained.  Ms. Grammer seconded the motion.  Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed
690:10-7-9, 

Ms. Grammer moved to adopt proposed new rule 690:10-7-9 with the following changes:  Change the date of December 31, 2013 in section a, items 1 and 2 to May 1, 2012.   Dr. Mark Wood seconded. Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed
690:10-7-10
