Determination of Quorum and Call to Order Dec. 9
The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were Tracy Grammer, M.S., Michael Grim, Au.d., Cynda Olberding, M.A., Nancy Landrum and Dr. Wood.

Guests in attendance were Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G., representing the board, Jeanie Wall and Amy Hall as staff.
Approval of Minutes for August 12, 2011 board meeting. 

Dr. Wood moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to approve the August 12, 2011 board minutes as written. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.

Discussion and Possible Action for 2012 Board meeting schedule (notice must be given to the Secretary of State by December 15th.) Possible dates:  February, April, June, August October, and December. 

Dr. Wood moved and Ms. Olberding seconded the motion to approve Feb 10, April 20th, June 8th, August 10, Oct. 5 and Dec. 7 as the board meeting dates for 2012. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.
Discussion of and Possible Action on complaint 11-04.

Ms. Olberding moved and Dr. Wood seconded the motion to follow Ms. Grammer’s recommendation to proceed with complaint consent order.
Discussion and Possible Action on complaint 11-05

Ms. Olberding moved and Dr. Wood seconded to proceed with a formal complaint as recommended by Ms. Grammer. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted no with a show of hands and the motion failed. Tracy Grammer abstained from the vote. 
Dr. Grim moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to send a letter of caution to the complaint. 

Cynda Olberding, M.A., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.  Tracy Grammer abstained from the vote. 
Dr. Wood moved and Dr. Grim seconded the motion to reopen agenda item 11-04. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.

Ms. Landrum moved and Dr. Grim seconded the motion to change the action on complaint #11-04 from sending a complaint order to sending a letter of caution to the complaint. Ms. Balzer discussed the issue of using alternative individuals to help with investigations for our board. She also reviewed the type of investigators used by other State boards. 
The board members discussed the issues involved with hiring new investigators. Issues such as cost and the difficulties a new investigator that is not familiar with our rules, laws and requirements for education would encounter. 
Ms. Olberding moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to develop a core of investigators from former chairs of the board and reimbursement of reasonable expenses of each investigation. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.

Review of ASHA’s Council for Clinical Certification notice regarding the establishment of the required score for the new Audiology test (0341). 
Dr. Grim reviewed the report from ASHA’s Council of Clinical Certification. He explained the change to the new reporting scale for audiologists. 

Discussion and possible action on transition plan for Executive Secretary and Administrative Assistant positions upon retirement of current Executive Secretary 
The agenda item was tabled and will be placed on the agenda for February’s meeting with possible Executive Session.  Send electronic format of job to board members. 
Discussion and possible action on 2011 Annual Report

Ms. Wall will make revisions to Annual Report and resend the revised report. Dr. Grim suggested changing the statement in the Annual Report from “voluntary investigators” to “unpaid investigators.” The board members agreed.  
Review of Sunset Survey

Ms. Grammer discussed the Sunset Review form for the board members.  Ms. Grammer and Ms. Wall will attend the Sunset Review Committee meeting.  
Discussion and possible action on method of calculation of nine months of required clinical experience.  
Dr. Grim moved and Ms. Olberding seconded the motion to define 9 months of full time paid clinical experience to consist of full time (30 hours) in 39 weeks and half time (15 hours) in 78 weeks. In calculation of work experience a licensee can not count over 30 hours per week for full time or over 15 hours per week for half time.  Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Michael Grim, Ph.D. Nancy Landrum and Dr. Mark Wood all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.

The board members agreed that when combing full time weeks and half time weeks together the number of half time weeks will be added together to make full time weeks. The total of the full time weeks must equal 39 weeks.
