In conformity with the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act, advance notice of this regularly scheduled meeting was originally transmitted to the Oklahoma Secretary of State on TUESDAY, DECEMBER 7, 2010 at 9:35 AM; and, public notice of this meeting together with the agenda, was posted in prominent public view on the front door of the Office Building at 3700 N. Determination of Quorum and Call to Order

The meeting was called to order at 1:10 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S. and Michael Grim. Guests in attendance were Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G., representing the board, Jeanie Wall as staff and Mona Ryan. 

Approval of Minutes for January 14, 2011 regular board meeting.

Ms. Grammer moved and Dr. Grim seconded the motion to accept the January 14, 2011 board meeting minutes as written. Tracy Grammer, Cynda Olberding, M.A., Michael Grim, Ph.D. all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.

Approval of assistant licensure for Ellen Kinman.

Ms. Grammer moved and Dr. Grim seconded the motion to approve assistant licensure for Kinman pending receipt of new application showing full 100 percent supervision. Tracy Grammer, Cynda Olberding, M.A.,  Michael Grim, Ph.D. all voted yes with a show of hands and the motion passed.
Discussion and Possible Action on the Petition for Declaratory Ruling regarding OAC 690:1-1-5 filed by Mona Ryan and Kathy Wheat.   
Hearing for Declaratory Ruling. 
Mona Ryan and Kathy Wheat presented oral argument to the Board on their Petition for a Declaratory Ruling as to whether rule OAC 690:1-1-5 was interpreted to mean that the statutes and rules of the board did not apply to licensees when they were practicing under circumstances in which licensure was not required. The Board heard testimony and oral argument from Ms. Ryan and Ms. Wheat.  Board members and Assistant Attorney General Sandra Balzer questioned Ms. Ryan and Ms. Wheat. Ms. Balzer presented oral argument, and was questioned by the Board and Ms. Ryan and Ms. Wheat.  Both parties made closing statements.  After consideration of the oral argument, the Petition for Declaratory Ruling, and the Brief in Response to the Petition submitted by Ms. Balzer, the Board concluded that Board statutes and rules apply to licensees regardless of whether the licensee is practicing under circumstances in which licensure is not required.   

The Board began discussion of specific findings of fact and conclusions of law, but due to time constraints continued the discussion and formal approval of a final written ruling until the March 18, 2011 board meeting.  The Board acknowledged that there is significant confusion among licensees on the issue and that many licensees believe that they are not subject to the rules and statutes when they are practicing in exempt settings.  The Board also expressed its belief that consumers expect persons who are licensed to follow the Licensure Act and rules.  The Board discussed that the intent of the legislature was to create only two classes of speech-language pathology and audiology service providers:  individuals who choose to be licensed by the Board and therefore subject to Board rules and statutes, and individuals who are not licensed by the Board but who may provide speech-language pathology and audiology services in certain limited  circumstances without a license.  The legislature did not intend to create a class of individuals who chose to be licensed, but were not required to follow the Licensure Act and rules in certain circumstances.
