Determination of Quorum and Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 1:01 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were Ronald Schaefer, Ph.D., Stephen Painton, Ph. D., Kim Winston, M.C.D., Nancy Landrum and Keith Clark, M.D., ORL.   Guest in attendance was Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. representing the board.

Dr. Schaefer about one of our licensees, Samantha writing an article Royal Academy of Speech Therapist and Audiologist.  It was an article about SoonerStart and the Oklahoma board and the help in receiving a license in Oklahoma. 

Approval of December 7, 2007 Board Meeting minutes

Ms. Landrum moved and Dr. Clark seconded the motion to approve the minutes as written. Kim Winston, Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Keith Clark, M.D., O.R.L and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed. 

Discussion and Possible Action on planning a retreat for the June 13th board meeting to Ron Schaefer’s home in Tahlequah.  Looking at the budget and strategic plans for our agency. 

Dr. Schaefer explained the opportunities of having our June 13th regular board meeting as a retreat in Talequah, Oklahoma.  Dr. Schaefer will research the time that a room will be available at NSU and let Ms. Wall know to contact the Secretary of State in a timely manner.

Discussion and Possible Action on placing information on the agency website under “Frequently Asked Questions” Jan Goldman-Parks put together an information packet for definitions of ENT, Audiologist, Hearing Aid Dealer and Fitter and Speech-Language Pathologist and other information for consideration

Ms. Balzer suggested summarizing the information provided by Jan Parks. 

The board members discussed the information provided and requested Dr. Schaefer to contact Ms. Parks and work together to make a bulleted chart of the items to make the information more user friendly.
Discussion and Possible Action on placing each licensee’s degree and or specialty on the web database for consumer information.

Dr. Schaefer and the board members discussed the issue of placing licensee’s degree or specialty on our agency website.  After much discussion the board members agreed that they recognize the need for information to be available to consumers however they do not want the board to look as though it is endorsing a particular group or individual.  The board members agreed that it would be good to place on the website a list of places to look for more information on licensees such as ASHA, OSHA and AAA.  The members agreed that a letter should be written to Susan Boyle of the decision. 

Discussion and Possible Action on the hiring of a second full time employee for the agency.
Dr. Schaefer discussed the use of a full time employee instead of two part time employees. 

Ms. Wall explained the break down of salary and the qualifications for the job.  Ms. Wall distributed a copy of the “Receipts and Disbursements” report for the board members to view our costs, year-end expenses and surplus. 

Ms. Winston moved and Dr. Painton seconded the motion to hire a fulltime employee at a salary of $15.00 per hour.  Kim Winston, Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Keith Clark, M.D., O.R.L and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.

Dr. Schaefer discussed the time frame on hiring the new employee. The board members agreed the hire should be immediate. 

Discussion and possible action on Speech Pathology and Audiology assistant committees.

Dr. Schaefer explained how both committees addressing Assistants have encountered a number of different ways each state is defining the education requirements and the scope of practice for assistants. He gave examples of different venues for Arkansas, Texas and California.  Because each state vary with the issues Dr. Schaefer proposed the board office send an e-mail blast asking the licensees if they think assistants should complete 60 hours in college education.  The board members discussed the issue and decided that they should address the scope of practice before sending the e-mail.
Discussion and Possible Action on complaint # 07-03 

Ms. Balzer reviewed the complaint with the board.  The investigator found insufficient evidence to substantiate any violation of the Act.  The complaint was dismissed by the board and directed letters to be written to both the complainant and the licensee.  
Discussion and Possible Action on complaint # 07-04   
Dr. Painton reviewed the complaint with the board members and explained that the both the complainer and complainant came to an agreement on the charges in question.  The complainant was guilty of not providing appropriate information on their bill.  The board agreed that a letter of concern be written by Dr. Painton to the complainant and the complaint be closed. 

Discussion and Possible Action on complaint # 08-01   New
Ms. Balzer explained that our agency does not have jurisdiction over Hearing Aid Dealers and suggested that we notify the Hearing Aid Dealers and Fitters agency for a resolution to the complaint.  Ms. Balzer explained that we are limited to the actions we can take on a person who is not a licensee. She suggested a letter be sent to the complainant explaining our position with a reminder that the Hearing Aid Dealer and Fitters will address this complaint. The complaint will be closed. 

Review and possible action on pending licensure applications and assistant applications.  

Dr. Schaefer reviewed all the applications for consideration for licensure and reported to the board members that all records required were present and asked for a motion to approve them for licensure.

Dr. Painton moved and Dr. Clark seconded the motion to approve all licensure applications and assistant applications. Kim Winston, Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Keith Clark, M.D., O.R.L and Nancy Landrum voted yes and the motion passed.
