1. Determination of Quorum and Call to Order

2. Approval of the May 2, 2008 Board Meeting minutes
Dr. Painton moved and Kim Winston seconded the motion to accept the May 2, 2008 board minutes as written. Nancy Landrum, Kim Winston, MCD, and Stephen Painton, Ph.D. voted yes and the motion passed.  

3. Recognition that the Senate, on May 14, 2008 approved and confirmed the appointment of Cynda Olberding as a member of the Board of Examiners for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology, to serve a three year term ending August 17, 2011, succeeding Ronald Schaefer.

Dr. Schaefer welcomed Ms. Olberding to the board and thanked Ms. Landrum for her willingness to continue serving the board as the lay member for another term.

Discussion and possible action on online store thru Ok.Gov. 

Ms Landrum moved and Ms. Winston seconded the motion to have Ok.gov set up an online store for the Board of Examiners for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology.  The online store will allow the public to order and pay on-line for application for licensure, verification of licensure, a replacement licensure card or certificate, reactivation of licensure and a current database. The licensure database will be available in an Excel format or on a CD. The purchases may be made with a credit card, a debit card or with a electronic check. The store will charge a convince fee for each purchase.  Nancy Landrum, Kim Winston, MCD, and Stephen Painton, Ph.D. voted yes and the motion passed

6. Discussion and review Oklahoma State Pandemic Influenza Operating Plan.

Ms. Wall discussed the highlights of the answers of the twenty three-page questionnaire for the plan. Ms. Wall explained that our agencies’ Pandemic Influenza Plan would be added to our data in the agencies Strategic Plan.  All state agency plans will be merged into a Statewide Pandemic Influenza Operating Plan to be sent to the federal government by July 1st.
