Determination of Quorum and Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 1:00 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were Kim Winston, M.C.D., Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., and Keith Clark, M.D. Guests in attendance were Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. representing the board, Debbie Williams and Jeff Brown from the State Auditor and Inspector office. 
Approval of Minutes of the February 6, 2009 Board Meeting minutes 

Ms. Oldberding moved and Dr. Painton seconded the motion to approve the February 6th, 2009  minutes. Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., and Keith Clark, M.D. approved the motion and the motion passed. 

Discussion and Possible action to pay for increase in 2007-2008 audit cost.

Ms. Wall discussed a letter of engagement from the State Auditor and Inspector’s office for the 2007-2008 audit. The letter was dated March 26, 2009.  

The board members reviewed a copy of the letter of engagement from the State Auditor and Inspector’s office. The letter stated that the preliminary estimated cost of the 2007 – 2008 audit would be $8,355.00.  They explained that one accountant would be performing the audit at $39.00 per hour.  The board members were told that Ms. Williams, Audit Division Manager from State Auditor and Inspector’s office was charging $60.00 per hour to be at our meeting and answer our questions

Ms. Wall provided and discussed copies of e-mails from other State agencies showing much lower fees being charged for the same time frame.  Jeff Brown and Debbie Williams gave their reasons why the audit fee has increased.  They mentioned that only 50% of the State Auditor Inspector’s budget is appropriated and that the rest was billed out to the State agencies. They had given a Risk Assessment Questionnaire to all agencies and found that our agency was a high-risk agency.  They contributed the risk level to the small amount of employees. The audit fee for 2005-2006 audit period was $1,500.00 and the 2007-2008 fee was increased to $8,355.00.  Ms. Wall and the board members were very concerned about the large increase. All Oklahoma State agencies develop their budgets in June for each fiscal year.  We had no knowledge of this fee increase and had only $3,000 budgeted for an audit in SFY 2009. 

Cynda Olberding, M.A. moved and Dr. Painton seconded the motion to pay the budgeted $3,000 this fiscal year (SFY 2009) and $3,000 next fiscal year (SFY 2010).  Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., and Keith Clark, M.D. approved the motion and the motion passed. 

Discussion and Possible action on renewing Assistant Attorney General’s contract for 

SFY 2010. 

The Board reviewed the proposed contract with the AG' s office for legal services.
Dr. Painton moved and Cynda Olberding, M.A., seconded the motion to approve the contract as proposed in the amount of  $7,362.50 for SFY 2010.  Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., and Keith Clark, M.D. approved the motion and the motion passed.

Discussion and Possible action on 2007-2008 continuing education audit

Ms. Wall provided a list of all the licensees that had needed to complete their continuing education hours for the 2009 renewal period to the board members.  Ms. Wall reported that all licensees on the list had met the requirements for the 2009 renewal period and none would require hearings. 

Discussion and Possible Action on deadlines for documents for renewal and continuing education for audits required by rule 690:10:3-8.

Ms. Wall revised the current rule 690:3-8 (j), (j),4(A)&(D)  and proposed the following  rule changes.
(j)
Audits of continuing education.  The Board will conduct bi-annual audits every two years (every even year) of licensee compliance with continuing education requirements.

If the results of the audit show that a licensee has not completed the required number of continuing education hours, the following schedule will be applied:


(A)      By February 1st 27th, the licensee should provide evidence of additional continuing education activities sufficient to meet the requirement, or

(D)     If a licensee has not completed has not provided documentation for the required number of continuing education activities by April 15th, the  Board will submit the name of the licensee to the Attorney General’s office and pursue action to suspend or revoke the license.
Discussion and Possible Action on changes to our rules.

The board members reviewed the following proposed rule changes for a CEY supervisor.

690:10-3-6. Clinical experience requirement

(a) Clinical experience form.

(1) Each speech-language pathology applicant shall submit evidence (Clinical Experience Form) of no less than nine (9) months of successful, full time, paid, clinical experience in the area for which a license is required, obtained under the supervision of one or more independent practitioners licensed under the Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology Licensing Act, 59 O.S. 1601. et. seq., as amended, or of one or more persons whose education and experience are the equivalent of an independent practitioner. The supervisor of clinical experience must be eligible for licensure as a speech-language pathologist. and must have practiced as a fully licensed speech-language pathologist for two years. This supervision must entail the personal and direct involvement of the supervisor in any and all ways that will permit him to evaluate the applicant's performance in professional clinical employment and must include direct observation. The applicant and his supervisor must list and describe the methods of supervision employed. Specific information should be given regarding the professional activity supervised, the number of supervisory contacts per month, and the length of each supervisory contact. The supervisor shall base his total evaluation on no less than thirty-six (36) supervisory visits. This experience must follow completion of the requirements of 690:10-3-3 and 690:10-3-6.  "Full-time" is defined as at least thirty (30) hours per week; the nine (9) months, (39) weeks of full time paid experience must be obtained within a period of twenty-four consecutive months. This requirement may also be fulfilled by eighteen (18) months of half time paid experience of at least fifteen (15) hours per week which must be completed within a period of thirty-six (36) consecutive months.

Ms. Olberding suggested that there should be some way to word the rule change to say 39 weeks or a full school year as defined by the State of Oklahoma.  Ms. Olberding affirmed that wording it at 39 weeks creates confusion and possible problems. The board members will review and make a decision on the change at the June 5th board meeting.
690:10-5-6. Requirements for supervision of clinical experience interns

(a) Supervisor to be eligible for licensure as a speech-language pathologist and/or audiologist. Authorization to practice as a clinical experience intern shall be granted to applicants who otherwise qualify only if the supervisor of that practice is a speech-language pathologist or audiologist eligible for licensure in the area(s) in which the applicant seeks authorization to practice. and has practiced Speech-Language Pathology for two years.
(b) Maximum of two persons to be supervised. Each supervising speech-language pathologist or audiologist will be expected to accept no more than two persons, as clinical experience interns or assistants, under this Chapter. Each supervisor holding licenses in both speech-language pathology and audiology is restricted to no more than two persons to supervise, in the aggregate.

The board members will discuss the number of weeks that qualify as nine months and will address the issue at the June 1st board meeting.

The following proposed changes for licensure fees, background checks and citizenship requirement was reviewed and discussed by the board members. The members requested Ms. Wall to provide a financial report for the June 1st board meeting for consideration of the following proposal. 

690:10-9-1. [EMERGENCY 1998] License application fee

The license application fee for speech-language pathologists, clinical experience interns, and assistants, shall be seventy-five dollars ($75.00) eighty-five dollars ($85.00) and shall be submitted with the application for licensure.

690:10-9-2. License renewal fee

The license renewal fee shall be seventy-five ($75.00) eighty-five ($85.00) each calendar year to renew licenses in either or both areas of specialization. Said renewal fee is due on December thirty-first of each year. Failure on the part of any licensed person to pay the renewal fee before the first day of January does not deprive him of the right to renew his license, but the fee paid for renewal postmarked or delivered after December 31st shall be increased by 50% for each month or fraction thereof that the payment is delayed, up to a maximum of three times the renewal fee ($225.00)(255.00). Failure to pay the renewal fee by January 1st, however, shall render his license invalid until renewed. Renewal of an invalid license within the first year will result in an automatic audit of that licensee’s continuing education activities for the preceding continuing education two-year reporting period. Failure to renew a license within the twelve month period following expiration, without otherwise placing the license(s) in question on inactive status (see 690:10-9-6), will render the license permanently invalid, requiring reapplication for licensure based on meeting all current requirements for licensure in the applicant’s area of specialization.

690:10-3-1. Application for licensure as a speech-language pathologist and/or audiologist

Application for licensure as a speech-language pathologist and/or audiologist should be made only after completion of the requirements for license as defined in 59 O.S., Section 1605. as amended, and in this Chapter. Persons desiring licensure may obtain the official application form for such purpose from the Executive Secretary. The application and all necessary papers must be filed with the Executive Secretary at the official office of the Board. The application must be accompanied by seventy-five dollars ($75.00) eighty-five dollars ($85.00) in the form of a check, cashier's check or money order. If, after evaluation, the applicant is not found eligible for licensure, or for licensure without examination, the seventy-five dollars ($75.00) eighty-five dollars ($85.00fee shall be forfeited. A minimum of three (3) and a maximum of five (5) references from speech-language pathologists or audiologists who themselves are licensed or licensable shall be required in support of each applicant. Such references must be from individuals licensable in the same professional area (speech-language pathology or audiology) in which the applicant seeks a license. Board members shall not serve as reference for applicants.  All applicants are subject to a national background check and must complete the citizenship affidavit that is included in the application packet.

Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., and Keith Clark, M.D. approved the motion and the motion passed.
The board members will need to review the academics and practicum of the ASHA non-accredited college.
