Determination of Quorum and Call to Order 

The meeting was called to order at 1:05 p.m. Ms. Wall called the roll.  Board members in attendance were Stephen Painton, Ph.D., Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D. Guests in attendance were Ms. Sandra Balzer, A.A.G. representing the board, Amy Hall as staff.

Approval of Minutes of the December 4, 2009 Board Meeting minutes

Ms. Grammer moved and Dr. Wood seconded the motion to approve the February 19, 2010 regular meeting, February 26, 2010 Special Meeting and March 12, 2010 Special Meeting Board Meeting Minutes as written. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed.
Acknowledgement of gubernatorial appointment of Michael Grim as the new Audiology board member to begin term on August 17, 2010 thru August 17, 2013.

Dr. Painton noted that Dr. Grimm has been appointed and confirmed by the governor as our new board member serving his term of August 17, 2010 thru August 17, 2013. September 3, 2010 will be his first official board meeting. 

Discussion and Possible Action on purchase or lease of multi-function copier for board office.
Dr. Painton explained a proposal that Standley Systems LLC provided for the office to review. 

Ms. Olberding moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to approve the board office to lease the C333 spf 4 paper tray’s, Scan, Print, Fax, Booklet Finisher, 2/3 hole punch and 50 sheet Stapler Finisher.  Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed
Discussion and possible action on contract for legal services. 

Dr. Painton reviewed the contract for legal services of our Assistant Attorney General for fiscal year 2011 at the cost of $7,915.68. He noted that the cost has increased but that it is extremely important for our agency to have assistant from the Attorney General’s office.

Ms. Olberding moved and Ms. Landrum seconded the motion to approve the contract for legal services of our Assistant Attorney General for fiscal year 2011. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed
Update and Discussion on proposed rules and on details on enforcement of rules.

The agency adopted rules become effective as of June 25, 2010.  The website will reflect the change in cost of licensure and renewal. It will also have an updated copy of the rules for everyone. 

Discussion and Possible Action on complaint # 09-03

This item was tabled until the next board meeting. This complaint will also be sent to the Hearing Aid Dealers and Fitters for violation of their laws. 

Discussion and Possible Action on complaint # 10-01

Dr. Painton was assigned as the investigator to complaint #10-01.

Discussion and Possible Action on the application and numbering process for Speech-Language Pathology and Audiology Assistants. 

Ms. Hall reviewed and explained the “change request” to be sent to Ok.Gov.  The changes to our website will reflect the implementation of our new rules by June 25, 2010. Submitting the request now will give to OK.Gov time to make the changes.  These changes include the numbering process for Speech-Language Pathology Assistants.  The board members agreed that the numbering of the Speech-Language Pathology Assistants and Audiology Assistants numbers would be numbered sequentially. Example: SLPA1, SLPA2, for Speech-Language Pathology Assistants and AUDA1, AUDA2, etc. for Audiology Assistants.
Ms. Hall discussed the time frame of assigning the numbers to the assistants.  The board members agreed that after June 25, 2010 when our rules are in affect, an individual applying as a new Audiology Assistant will be given a license number such as “AUDA1,” charged a prorated fee for licensure and will pay to renew their license by December 31st.   


After June 25, 2010 those currently authorized as AUDA's will receive a letter from the board office of the new rules.  The letter will explain that they are no longer considered authorized to practice as AUDA's but licensed to practice as AUDA's and given a licensure number.  Along with this change to licensure comes a change of the period of time that an AUDA is considered licensed.  The licensure period is now changed to the calendar year and they will be required to pay $85.00 and renew their license each year by December 31. 

 Individuals applying for authorization as an SLP Assistant after June 25, 2010 will remain the same as now. The Speech-Language Pathology Assistants will not be considered licensed until May of 2012.  The assistant will pay the $85.00 and reapply for authorization when their year is up.   

All new applicants for licensure will be required to have a national background check after June 25, 2010. 
Dr. Painton reviewed information sent in concerning the online renewal forms. Currently each licensee lists the individuals they supervise. Dr. Engelmann requested having each renewing licensee that is a supervisor answer the following question: “Have the duties and responsibilities of the CEY’s or assistant changed since the previous renewal?”  The board members agreed that was a good suggestion and made revisions for the renewal page.


 Ms. Hall explained that Ms. Wall contacted several State boards to locate the company in which our agency would choose to use for our national background criminal searches. The company currently used by the Oklahoma Medical Board for national background checks is “Trak-1 Technology.”  Ms. Wall also found that the OSBI is used by some boards for their national background searches. Ms. Balzer, A.A.G. will review the contract information provided from Trak-1 Technology and bring her recommendation to the next board meeting. 

Review, Discussion and Possible Action on Financial Reports.

Board members reviewed Summary of Receipts and Disbursements report.  Ms. Olberding requested more spending reports be submitted before the board next meeting. 

Review and possible action on pending licensure applications and assistant applications.  List Below.

Ms. Olberding moved and Ms. Grammer seconded the motion to approve on all pending licensure applications and assistant applications. Cynda Olberding, M.A., Tracy Grammer, M.S., Nancy Landrum and Mark Wood, M.D., approved the motion and the motion passed
