AGENTS WOUNDED, SUSPECT KILLED DURING MORNING METH RAID

An Agent with the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics (OBN) is recovering at home while a Drug Task Force Agent remains hospitalized after being shot during a Lawton drug raid this morning.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for OBN, says around 6:40 this morning, OBN, the District 6 and District 5 Drug Task Forces were serving a search warrant at condominium at 2802 N.E. 9th Street in east Lawton when the incident occurred.


“The agents and officers were at the residence of 43-year


old Darren Alan Howell as part of an investigation tied to


a couple of recent undercover meth purchases involving


the suspect.  The officers knocked and announced, but received 

no response.  As they tried to make entry they began taking

rounds from inside the condo. “

Woodward says one of their agents was struck in the hand, while a Task Force Agent was shot in the right side of his torso.  According to Woodward, officers returned fire, fatally wounding Howell.  The OBN Agent was treated and released from a Lawton hospital while the Task Force Agent has undergone surgery for multiple internal injuries.  The names of the Agents are not being released because of their undercover capacities.  Inside the condo, Agents found several handguns, a small bag of meth and surveillance equipment.  A female inside the condo was detained and questioned, but has not been charged.  A probe of the shooting is being conducted by the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation. 
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
