NARCOTICS BUREAU CUTS MAJOR MEXICAN METH SUPPLY LINE
The Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics has cut a large Mexican methamphetamine supply line into central Oklahoma.  On Tuesday, April 13th, OBN, along with officers from the District 23 Drug Task Forces served a search warrant in Pottawatomie County at the home of  as part of a year-long undercover investigation.  Mark Woodward, Spokesman for the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, says Ceniceros was identified as a major supplier of Mexican methamphetamine in central Oklahoma. 
“Ceniceros was identified as a major meth supplier as part of a previous investigation approximately two years ago in which four of Ceniceros’ associates were arrested.  During that investigation approximately 4 pounds of methamphetamine was seized.”

Woodward says Tuesday’s search warrant at Ceniceros’ home (32073 Heron Dr. west of Tecumseh) resulted in 6 and a half pounds of “ice” seized (street value $150,000), along with scales, two guns, two vehicles and nearly $15,000 cash.  

“This network has been responsible for potentially millions of dollars in methamphetamine being distributed in Pottawatomie, Pontotoc and Seminole counties, and millions of dollars in illegal drug proceeds sent back to Mexico to the heads of these trafficking networks.”

Darrell Weaver, Director of the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics says 

the top threat to the citizens of Oklahoma is Hispanic cell groups that have infiltrated and migrated to rural Oklahoma.  
“The nearly seven pounds of ICE seized in a search warrant was one of the largest methamphetamine/ICE busts in the history of Oklahoma.  The defendant bragged to the undercover OBN agent that the high impurity of the methamphetamine is due to the fact that he was receiving it directly from Mexico.  This methamphetamine/ICE was destined for Pottawatomie, Seminole and Pontotoc County in Oklahoma and this bust is obviously a major dismantlement and disruption of the drug trade in those counties.  

We have homeland terrorists, but we also have “hometown” terrorists that have achieved their economic gains at the expense of our citizens and our future.  They run their unassuming covert operations and pad their wallets while destroying lives.   This year long investigation with District 23 Drug Task Force is an example of the cooperative efforts needed to bring these hometown terrorists to justice.  We must be vigilant in Oklahoma or these individuals will destroy everything good for which Oklahoma stands for.

Woodward says Ceniceros Jr. (DOB 9-4-75) was arrested Tuesday and transported to a Pottawatomie county detention center.  He’s being charged with Aggravated Trafficking.  Additional charges may be filed.  Woodward says the investigation in continuing and additional arrested are possible in the case.  
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
