STATE NARCOTICS BUREAU SEIZES MILLION DOLLAR HEROIN SHIPMENT

A California man is in custody and nearly a million dollars worth of heroin is off the streets following a traffic stop by the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics and Dangerous Drugs (OBNDD).  Agency spokesman, Mark Woodward, says the discovery Monday afternoon followed a traffic stop of a westbound vehicle on Interstate 40 in Canadian County by OBNDD’s K-9 Highway Interdiction Unit. 
“The investigating agent received consent to search the vehicle and located approximately 10 pounds of heroin hidden in the engine compartment.  Specifically, the shipment was found inside a false battery compartment.”

Woodward says the 10 pounds of heroin had a street value of approximately $ 1 million dollars.  The driver, 33-year old Luis Machuca of Sunland, California was booked into the Canadian County jail on drug trafficking charges.  Woodward says it is unclear if the heroin was destined for Oklahoma.
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
