Woodward says the donated vehicles include a Buick Regal and a Camaro which were seized as part of a large crack cocaine conspiracy investigation involving several drug dealers in 2005.  Any vehicle used in the commission of a drug crime or purchased with drug proceeds is subject to forfeiture.   
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
