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OBN PARTNERS WITH US MARSHALS TO TAKE FELONS OFF THE STEETS OF OKLAHOMA
The 26 counties in the Eastern District of Oklahoma are much safer this week as local, state and federal law enforcement joined forces for a month-long fugitive apprehension effort. FALCON, the acronym for Federal and Local Cops Organized Nationally, soared into the district June 1.  By the time the operation was over, 569 fugitives had been apprehended and 994 warrants cleared, according to John W. Loyd, U.S. Marshal.

Operation FALCON 2009, the sixth in the series of U.S. Marshals Service-led fugitive apprehension initiatives, partnered Deputy U.S. marshals with local police, sheriffs, state and federal agencies, including agents from the Oklahoma Bureau of Narcotics, to remove violent offenders from the streets and communities while clearing backlogged warrants from law enforcement’s files.

"OBN has a long and successful relationship with the US Marshals Service and no enforcement initiative has been more successful than operation FALCON. To remove multiple felons off the streets of Oklahoma is always positive. It makes Oklahoma a safer place".

Since its inception in 2005, Operation FALCON has made 91,086 arrests and cleared 117,874 warrants. It continues to be the largest and most successful fugitive apprehension effort in U.S. Marshals history. Arrests in the Eastern District of Oklahoma targeted fugitives wanted for crimes of violence, sex offenders, gang members and narcotics violations. Participating agencies were encouraged to identify wanted persons within their communities, who were then targeted by assigned arrest teams within each geographical area.
