I. Call to Order:  Meeting called to order by Chairman, Steve Willoughby

IV. Approval of minutes from the February 2, 2012 Regular Meeting:  Motion to approve minutes made by Dana Church.  Motion seconded by Norman McNickle.  The Chairman declared the vote to have passed as follows:

V. Update and discussion on legislation that affects 911 in Oklahoma:  Two bills affecting 9-1-1 are still alive.  The first is a bill requiring 9-1-1 agencies to notify the county election board secretary when a new address is assigned.  The other bill mirrors regulatory changes at the Corporation Commission regarding the 9-1-1 Universal Service Fund.  The 9-1-1 tariff remains whole and 9-1-1 is still regulated in Oklahoma.  Additional steps in the rule making include the requirement of telephone companies reporting (in their annual report) what telephone exchanges they are operating in, the Corporation Commission staff agreeing to meet with 9-1-1 officials on a quarterly basis to address contemporary issues impacting 9-1-1, and annual certification remaining in play and to be incorporated into the annual report that each telephone company is required to submit to the Corporation Commission.  
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VI. Discussion and possible action on the Annual Prepaid Wireless certification to the Oklahoma Tax Commission:  The Chairman asked Darita Huckabee to chair the annual review of this certification.  Results of the review will be presented at the June 2012 regular meeting of the Board.
VII. Appointment of a Nominating Committee Chair and members of the Nominating Committee:  The Chairman appointed M.T. Berry to chair the nominating committee consisting of Ronnie Freeman, Norman McNickle, Lanette Coppedge and Dana Church.

VIII. Discussion and possible action on the status of E-911 Grant funds:  Projects are being completed.  With the exception of possibly one or two agencies, it appears that all funds will be expended.  The following agency specific updates were provided to the Board:
· Garvin County:  Project and reimbursement have been completed
· SWODA 911:  Project completed and awaiting reimbursement

· ACOG:  Project and reimbursement have been completed
· City of Blackwell:  Project and reimbursement have been completed
· City of Chickasha:  Project completed and awaiting reimbursement

· Johnston County:  Project completed and awaiting reimbursement

· Marshall County:  Has been reimbursed for a portion of their project.  It is believed that they will be able to expend the remainder by the end of the grant period.  This agency has until the end of May 2012 to provide a letter stating whether they can or cannot expend the remainder of their grant funds.
· Seminole County:  Project not completed but anticipating a full reimbursement of funds
· City of McAlester/Pittsburg County:  A partial reimbursement has occurred and final reimbursement will occur when their mapping project is completed.

· Ellis County:  Project not complete.  This agency also has a May 2012 deadline to provide a letter stating whether they can or cannot expend the remainder of their grant funds.

· Creek County:  Project will be completed in early July 2012

· City of Pryor:  Will complete their project by the grant deadline
· City of Ada:  The down payment on their new phone system will use their full grant award.

· McIntosh County:  Project is complete and full reimbursement is expected  
IX. Discussion of Statement of Financial Interests for Uncompensated Filers:  As a member of the 9-1-1 Board, members must file their annual statement with the Ethics Commission.   
X. Presentation of Next Generation 9-1-1 by AT&T and MicroData:  Curt Ghormley provided the Board with an overview of what is going on in the Next Generation 9-1-1 arena and AT&T’s current perspective.  Intrado may provide a presentation at the June 2012 regular meeting.
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XI. Public comments concerning 911:  A member of the public asked the chairman for information on the State’s standing of the FCC’s First Net.  The State CIO was looking into opting out of First Net because of the State’s Connect Project. 
XII. New Business:  The Chairman advised that May 15, 2012 is the day financial reports are due to the Ethics Commission.  The Chairman continued conversation about the letter that was distributed to the Board at the last regular meeting regarding the tandem to tandem 9-1-1 Trunking request for information from AT&T.  Ronnie Freeman advised that his letter was in response to a request for AT&T to provide tandem to tandem transfer function to a wireline.  AT&T couldn’t accommodate the request because of the language in the wireless tariff.  
The Chairman requested an update from the training sub-committee.  At the last meeting it was agreed that the sub-committee would reconvene.  Additional stakeholders, individuals who are not members of the Board, have asked to be a part of the sub-committee.  The Chairman advised that the by-laws allow for other individuals be part of the sub-committee as long as a member of the Board is the chair. 
XIII. Adjournment:  Motion to adjourn made by Norman McNickle and seeing no objections the Chairman adjourned the meeting.
