I. Meeting called to order by Chairman, Norman McNickle, at 1:31 p.m.
II. Roll Call – Quorum present

IV. Approval of minutes from February 4, 2010 meeting:  Motion to approve minutes made by Blaine Smith.  Motion seconded by Richard Ruhl.  Motion passed unanimously.
V. Discussion and possible action on legislative issues affecting 911:  HB 2556, regarding fees for prepaid wireless, is scheduled to be heard in the House on April 26, 2010.   The Chairman requested members be present at the Capitol on the 26th to assist with this legislation.
VI. Discussion and possible action concerning the State of Oklahoma’s E911 Grant:  All budget information for the sub-grantees has been entered into the Grant Tracking System.  Department of Public Safety is still waiting on several agencies to submit Memorandums of Understanding and Standard Assurances documents.  Contact has been made with such agencies who are working to submit those documents as quickly as possible.  One specific agency will need to submit new budget and program plan information since they will not be using their grant funds to fund the project included in their grant application.    
VII. Update on Oklahoma’s response to the FCC regarding NET 911 Act information request:  At the request of the Governor’s office and the Department of Commerce, The Chairman submitted a letter to Senator Darst.  Due to the nature of the information requested by these offices, and the inability to gather such information, the Chairman also submitted a copy of the Intrado report and a current map of 9-1-1 services.
