Notice and Agenda of this regular meeting of the Statewide 911 Advisory Board was posted on the door of Room 534A of the Oklahoma State Capitol Building located at 2300 North Lincoln Boulevard at 12:30 p.m. on August 11, 2010. I. Meeting called to order by Chairman, Norman McNickle, at 1:31 p.m.
II. Roll Call – Quorum present

III. Introduction of Guests:  Mary Harris, Dana Church, Orval Jones, Lucien Jones, 
IV. Approval of minutes from April 14, 2010 meeting:  Motion to approve minutes made by Blaine Smith.  Motion seconded by M.T. Berry.  Motion passed unanimously.
V. Discussion and possible action on legislative issues affecting 911:  Since Legislature is not meeting at the time of this Board meeting, members agreed that this agenda item should be included on the next meeting’s agenda.  Vicki Atchley reminded the Board that HB 2556 goes into effect on January 1, 2010.  Gene Thaxton committed to drafting a letter to send to the Oklahoma Tax Commission regarding timelines within HB 2556.
VI. Update concerning the State of Oklahoma’s E911 Grant:  ACOG is the only agency who has submitted for reimbursement thus far.  There is still some confusion from one sub-grantee as to how the grant program functions.  Gene Thaxton will be requesting a meeting with this sub-grantee to clear up confusion.
VII. Discussion and possible action on the Board’s Annual Report to the Governor:  The annual report to the Governor is due in January.  Norman McNickle volunteered to piece together a preliminary report.
VIII. Discussion and possible action on the FCC Broadband D Block Auction:  Members discussed the possibility of the D Block Auction.  The FCC is interested in conducting a commercial auction while there is strong support in congress to provide the D Block to public safety.  Members agreed that it would take congressional action in order to stop the auction.
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IX. Discussion and possible action regarding Magic Jack Phone Service and interface with 911:  It was brought the attention of the Board that Magic Jack (parent company Wi-Max) is not remitting 911 fees because Magic Jack believes that they have no mechanism to provide 911 service.  Other states received their Attorneys’ opinions who believed that Magic Jack should be remitting 911 fees.  It was suggested that the Board reach out to those other states, namely Arkansas, for assistance in this matter.
X. Discussion and possible action regarding certification of eligible agencies to receive the Oklahoma Tax Commission’s collection of prepaid wireless revenue:  A new committee was developed to collect and update current information on agencies that have enacted Wireless 911 Fees.  Those members are Vicki Atchley, M.T. Berry (co-chair), and Ronnie Freeman (co-chair).  
XI. Discussion and possible action on changing the Board’s meeting date to coincide with the Oklanena/APCO Conference, October 18 to 20th, 2010:  Vicki Atchley motioned to change October’s Advisory Board Meeting date from October 7, 2010 to October 19, 2010 at 1:30 p.m.  Motion seconded by Gene Thaxton.  Motion passed unanimously. 
XII. Public comments concerning 9-1-1:  Mary Harris asked if members had additions to the Board’s website.  She is currently working to update the membership link. 
XIII. New Business:  The chairman announced that he received a letter of resignation from Board member Kelly Mackey just before the onset of today’s meeting.  According to Ms. Mackey’s notice, her resignation from the board was effective July 30, 2010.
XIV. Adjournment:  A motion to adjourn the meeting was made by Ronnie Freeman and seconded by Darryl Maggard.  The motion passed unanimously.
