V. Discussion and possible action on 2011 Report to the Governor and SB 175 Recommendation Report:  Copies of the 2011 report were distributed.  The chairman explained the report to be a synthesis of committee presentations and then opened the floor for discussion.  It was suggested that legislators be invited to PSAP locations so they can experience operations first hand.  
VI. Discussion and possible action on legislative issues affecting 9-1-1:  The following bills were brought to the attention of the Board: 
· HB 2903 – requires a governing body to notify and provide nine-one-one emergency addresses to a secretary of the county election board
· SB 1502 – shell bill amending the pre-paid wireless fee section
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· HB 2235 – Deals with the Oklahoma Response System Development Advisory Council.  The proposed amendment doesn’t necessarily impact 9-1-1, but it discusses the Council’s responsibility to advise the Department of Health on 9-1-1 Districts.
· SB 592 – Appears to exempt Telcos from filing tariffs with the Corporation Commission
The Chairman advised that there are many shell bills that could potentially have an impact on 9-1-1.  The Chairman brought the following House Resolutions to the Board’s attention:
· HR 3654 – would require a telephone company to reply to those text messages sent to 9-1-1 with a message stating that text to 9-1-1 is not supported.  There are also provisions that 10% of certain Homeland Security funds would be directed to the development of technology to allow texting to 9-1-1.
· HR 3788 – would pre-empt state government from enacting 9-1-1 service fees on pre-paid wireless.

VII. Update concerning the State of Oklahoma’s E911 Grant:  All of the agencies who have outstanding grant balances have been contacted.  It is believed that there will be several agencies that do not spend all of their funds by the September 30, 2012 deadline.  It is the Board’s decision to redirect unused funds to sub-grantees.  Diane Pedicord motioned to authorize the original grants committee to meet to notify grantees that have not shown their progress of pending projects.  The sub-grantees must present the committee with their completion plan [in writing] by March 1, 2012 or their funds will be reallocated.  The motion further authorizes the committee to use the original evaluations criteria to contact eligible entities to reallocate the grant funds.  The committee may develop a process to reallocate the funds and have a recommendation back to the Board by April 1, 2012.  This motion was seconded by Darita Huckabee.  The motion was discussed and it was decided that a notification letter, composed by Gene Thaxton on behalf of the Board, would be sent to the grantees that have not shown progress on their projects.  No amendment was made to the original motion and the Chairman declared the vote to have passed as follows:
