I. Meeting called to order by Chairman, Norman McNickle

II. Roll Call – Quorum present

III. Introduction of Guests:  Derek Tatum, Mary Harris, Orval Jones, Lucien Jones, Vicki Atchley, Justin Martino
IV. Approval of minutes from December 3, 2009 meeting:  Motion to approve minutes made by Steven Willoughby.  Motion seconded by Kelly Mackey.  Motion passed unanimously.
V. Discussion and possible action on legislative issues affecting 911:  Darita Huckabee distributed Senate Bill 2252 and a chart depicting the differences between proposed prepaid languages for House Bill 2556.  HB 2556 proposes that a $0.25 fee should be collected during wireless retail transactions while SB 2252 proposes that the fee should be $0.50 for those same transactions.  The board also discussed the process of remittance distribution and a request for board members to notify Darita Huckabee of any changes to the distributed draft of the statewide wireless fees map.
VI. Discussion and possible action concerning the State of Oklahoma’s E911 Grant:  The first quarterly report of the E911 Grant has been submitted.  Memorandums of Understanding have been distributed to Sub-grantees and supplemental sub-grantees should expect to receive requests to remit revised budget plans.
VII. Discussion and possible action concerning the Statewide 911 Advisory Board website and website administrator:  Steve Willoughby motioned to allow Mary Harris of MTM Solutions to update the Statewide 911 Advisory Board website with the condition that the work is pro bono and that the Advisory Board provides MTM Solutions with all needed content and direction.  Motion seconded by Diane Pedicord.  Motion passed unanimously.
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VIII. Discussion and possible action on Governor’s appointment to the Statewide 911 

Advisory Board:  The Governor’s office has received the Boards’ letters of request.  Kelly Mackey motioned to have the Board send a cordial request to the Governor’s office that would request the Governor review such letters.
