V. Discussion and possible action on legislative issues affecting 911 including SB 175:  Documents were distributed. VI. Update concerning the State of Oklahoma’s E911 Grant:  Gene Thaxton provided updates to the status of Agencies’ grant project progress.  Many sub-grantees have not completed their projects or submitted for reimbursement.  Gene Thaxton has been in communication with NHTSA and sought advice on how to redistribute grant funds from agencies that may be unable to utilize all of their approved funding.
