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PURPOSE: Establish beginning testing criteria for architects  

POLICY:


Beginning July 1, 2008 all Architect candidates establishing initial new applications for licensing and testing, may begin taking the current version(s) of the Architect Registration Examination upon establishing an Intern Development Program (IDP) record with the National Council of Architectural Registration Boards (NCARB) and completion of 96 semester hours toward the NAAB accredited degree in architecture.  The IDP requirements shall be complete prior to taking the Building Design & Construction Systems and the Construction Documents & Services divisions (or their succeeding divisions) of the examinations.  The entire examinations shall be passed within the rolling clock requirements.  Additionally, all three years of training along with IDP requirements shall be completed prior to licensing.  Architect candidates that have established a record with the Board prior to July 1, 2008 for testing and licensing shall not be subject to the provisions of this paragraph.

Landscape Architect and Interior Design candidates shall continue testing according to the Rules of the Board and are not affected by the changes for architect candidates.
PROCEDURES:

All procedures in the Act and Rules of the Board shall be followed and completed.
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
