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PURPOSE: Defining as built and record drawings and procedures  

POLICY:


As-Built Drawings:  The Board does not recognize the term “As-Built Drawings”.  The Board believes it is not possible to accurately record all changes (large or small) to a project that occurred during or after construction.  As a result of legal challenges to the term “As-Built Drawings”, it is the Board’s recommendation that this term not be used.

Record Drawings:  Record Drawings may be prepared by the Contractor and/or the Architect to reflect known changes to the project subsequent to issuing the contract documents.  Record documents should show changes to and modifications of the project during construction, known to the Contractor and/or Architect, as accurately as possible.  The Contractor and/or Architect should make every effort to accurately incorporate and show changes visually observed or indicated by the Contractor and/or Subcontractors.  Since the record documents are prepared from site observations, change orders and Contractors notes, the Architect is not required to sign and seal these documents and no liability shall arise for their content or use.
PROCEDURES:

All procedures identified above should be used as stated.
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
