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PURPOSE:
Define prototypical building and sealing requirements. 
POLICY:
Technical submissions for prototypical buildings that are prepared by  and under the responsible control of a licensed architect in any jurisdiction in the United States that  identifies such architect together with the architect’s original seal, signature and date containing the registration number and jurisdiction of registration that are marked “Prototypical Design Documents”.  These documents are intended to be used at multiple locations and changed by another professional to incorporate specific site needs, update to current building code requirements and other changes as needed to create the whole project at a specific location.  It is after the plans have been changed by the next professional that the prototypical building documents comprise a final, comprehensive set of design and construction documents.   Any architect that is not the original architect shall sign, seal and date his/her changes to the originals only and leave the original architect’s seal, signature and date on the plans to indicate who developed the original set of documents.
