RE:  Declaratory Ruling

At its regular meeting on December 7, 1995, the Oklahoma Board of Governors of the Licensed Architects and Landscape Architects, after discussion and vote, issued the following ruling:


Concept drawings prepared, presented or provided free of charge by an architect, landscape architect or entity covered by the State Architectural Act when in competition for prospective work constitute a gift with intent of influencing an existing or prospective client and are prohibited by OAC 55:10-11-7(3).


This ruling is effective immediately and binding upon all persons and entities unless overturned by the Board or a court of law.
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
