New Codes:  

The 2006 International Codes are due to be published in late  February 2006.  We plan to adopt them on July 1, 2006 and implemented on them into Plan review processes beginning October 1, 2006.

The 2006 Life Safety Code (NFPA 101) is currently in publication.  This is planned to be adopted July 1, 2006 and implemented on October 1, 2006.

Building Permits:

Effective January 1, 2006, a Building Permit will not be required to initiate dirt work.  Additionally, we will begin issuing a Foundation Phase Permit for footing, stem walls, slabs, etc.  This permit will allow facilities to pour the concrete slab, at their risk; however it will not allow vertical construction without formal issuance of a Building Permit.

Plan Review:

Effective January 1, 2006, all plans submitted for review will include two paper copies and one CD in PDF format.  Additionally one copy of the construction specification document will be required for submissions.  Size of paper copies will be 24 inches by 36 inches and scale will be a minimum of 1/8 inch equals 1 foot.  One stamped copy of the plans and the construction specification document will be returned, after review and approval.

Also new effective January 1, 2006 is the requirement for a Life Safety Plan and Egress Evaluation Plan with all submittals, as applicable.
