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There is a law change being proposed in this 2004 legislative session changing building types that would require the services of an architect.  AIA Oklahoma is coordinating the effort with full support of this Board. Both the AIA and the Board are using their own lobbyists to bolster the process of educating the Legislators on the need for the changes and the explanations of the changes.

This is badly needed legislation.  These building types have been in place for almost 75 years.  This law change has been identified as a major need for the benefit of all citizens of the State of Oklahoma, bringing the Architectural Act into the 21st century. Every single architect is needed in order to move these changes forward.  We encourage you to be ready and willing to make your legislative contacts with phone calls, letters and visits to the Legislators.  Your efforts will pass or fail this legislation during this session.  You will need to use your influence all the way through both houses of the Legislature. Anything anyone can do will benefit in accomplishing these goals. It is vital that we all form a united front with one voice.  Remember, the Legislature is set up to kill legislation, not pass it, so some compromises may be negotiated along the way in order to improve the Act and obtain the changes.  Let those familiar with and involved in the processes handle these aspects along with our lobbyists and lend your support.
