NEW CRITERIA SET FOR ARCHITECTURAL RECORD ARTICLES

The Board has ruled to correlate with AIA’s criteria for the acceptance of Architectural Record articles for continuing education credit. This decision was made following action taken by the AIA. There are several points to keep in mind before using Architectural Record articles for credit in Oklahoma as this policy will take effect July 1, 2003 for all registrant.
· Certificates of Completion are required. To comply with state licensing mandatory continuing education issues, Architectural Record has established a system to provide certificates of completion to participants who request this documentation. A passing score of 70 percent on the test answers is required for successful completion. 

· Articles that are more than two years old will no longer qualify for HSW credit.

· The total number of articles that you may submit for credit each year is eight, regardless of the source.

The AIA Continuing Education System (CES), working with state licensing board officials and Architectural Record management, set the new policy, effective January 1, 2002. AIA members may want to visit the AIA website for more detailed information about this issue. http://www.aia.org/conted/

Renewals

You were all sent a hard copy of the new Rules that went into effect July 15, 2002.  There are a few new changes to keep in mind while preparing for your next renewal. You also need to keep up to date with continuing education credit.

1. All licenses and certificate of authority renewals are due by June 30, 2003.  There will no longer be a 30-day grace period.  The late fee and reinstatement fee totaling $125.00 will be incurred as of July 1, 2003. 

2. 24 hours of HSW continuing education will be due. Your credit needs to be accumulated from July 1, 2001 through June 30, 2003. Anyone failing to meet the requirement will incur the $500 per year of non-compliance fine, which will be applied July 1, 2003.

3. CEU Audits:  a) Individuals will be notified separately from the original renewal.  b) The audit is random; therefore even those who were audited last period are subject to the possibility of selection again.

4. Certificate of Authority revisions must be filed separately from the renewal itself. Each process has a separate fee.

5. There will be a $25.00 hand processing fee charged to those who choose not to renew on line and would rather send directly to the board office for processing.
