If you have been actively licensed a minimum of two (2) years as a broker out of the previous five (5) years and you 
currently hold a license in your resident state or another state, you may automatically qualify for a non-resident Oklahoma 
license.  If you have not been actively licensed a minimum of two (2) years as a broker out of the previous five (5) years, 
you may be required to successfully complete our State examination.  Requirements are also contingent based upon non-
resident agreements, which exist between states.  Please submit the following to this office to determine if you qualify for a 
non-resident broker license: 

 
1. The completed application and required application/examination fee. 
2. License certifications from each state in which you hold or have held a license.
