1099 Reports 

The 1099 report will be available Thursday December 21st, for agencies to run in the CORE system.  This report reflects the 1099 data from CORE vouchers.  This report should be reviewed and corrections submitted to Beth Brox as soon as possible.  The corrections should include name, address and TIN corrections, if applicable, as well as amount corrections.  A final report should be processed by agencies on January 2, 2007.  All corrections to the listing must be returned to OSF by January 5, 2007.  

The report path is:  Accounts Payable --> Reports --> Payments -->  Misc Tax Information Report

Specify your agency number and the date range as January 1, 2006 through December 15, 2006 if you wish to begin working on the report now.

After January 1, 2007, specify the date range as January 1, 2006 through December 31, 2006.  

The following items need special attention:

1.  Canceled warrants that have a journal voucher processed against them sometimes appear twice on the report.  Just make a note of these as correcting items.

2.  Tax snag payments – payment vendor is the Tax Commission while the invoicing vendor is the 1099 reportable vendor.  OSF will create a spreadsheet of these payments for agencies to verify the reportable status.   The spreadsheet will be sent to the affected agencies this week.   

3.  P-card transactions - these have not been loaded yet.   Instead, OSF will send a spreadsheet with this information to the agency finance officer this week.  Currently, we have the information for the first 3 quarters of the year.  The 4th quarter information will not be available until the first week in January and it will be sent out then.  Please review and correct the spreadsheets, and return them to Beth Brox as soon as possible.  

4.  Death benefits and military differential - these will not be loaded into the 1099 database until after all payroll adjustments have been posted in January.  If you have any questions about these please contact Lisa Raihl at 405-521-6258 or Dan Thomason at 522-6300.
