Oklahoma ABLE Tech





Assistive Technology Act (ATA) programs, along with all other federal programs, continue to wait for Congress to pass an appropriations bill for FY ’07.  Until such time that this occurs, Oklahoma ABLE Tech remains under a continuing resolution which has been extended from mid-November to mid-February.  Fortunately the Rehabilitation Services Administration (RSA) received approval to provide ATA programs with a percentage of funds to cover the time period from October 1, 2006 through February 15, 2007.  These funds will be provided in order to fiscally safeguard ABLE Tech and all other ATA programs.





The data collection instrument for all ATA programs has been completed and is awaiting final approval from the U.S. Office of Management and Budget (OMB).  It is anticipated that OMB approval will occur by the end of the January.  Upon final approval, all ATA programs will be required to collect data on all required components of the Assistive Technology Act.  This data will be annually reported to RSA.





Oklahoma ABLE Tech has been selected to partner with the National Association of Assistive Technology Act Programs to develop the National Information System for Assistive Technology (NISAT).  The NISAT has been established as a National Activity for Data Collection and Reporting Assistance, CFDA 84.224B.  ABLE Tech’s role will be to provide expertise and facilitation of state financing activities. 





Oklahoma ABLE Tech was recently awarded a subcontract with the Southwest Disability Technical Assistance Center (SWDBTAC) and its associated regional states to implement an “Early Intervention Reasonable Accommodation Program” in Oklahoma. The objective is to create an early intervention for reasonable accommodation process to increase employment opportunities for employees with disabilities, including youth and young adults with disabilities in transition from school to work. ABLE Tech works with the state vocational rehabilitation agency and WIA One Stop Employment System for people with disabilities among others to develop a program to improve employment outcomes for persons with disabilities.

Ask Gladys
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With Oklahoma’s recent ice storms, many falls were taken outdoors.  According to a study �conducted by the Center for Disease Control in 2003, more than 1.8 million seniors age 65 �and older were treated in emergency departments for fall-related injuries and more than �421,000 were hospitalized. And that doesn't count all the falls that did not require �emergency care. 





It is important to face that falling can happen and plan for whatever circumstances you can. �Fall prevention should be practiced by everyone, particularly people who are frail or have �difficulty getting up from the floor under the best of circumstances. Even if you do not live �alone, it is still advisable to take precautions to avoid falls. Have an approach to preventing �and managing falls. 


Identify your risk factors and see whether you can eliminate some of them. 


1. Half of all falls occur at home. Locate the places in your home that are tricky to maneuver, �such as where the carpet meets bare flooring, and find ways to eliminate them or mark them �clearly. Make sure that pathways are well lit and uncluttered.   


2. See your ophthalmologist to have your vision checked. If you wear glasses, keep them clean and wear them as directed.  No sense tripping because you misjudged a step due to not wearing your glasses.   


3. Review your medications with your physician, particularly if you take 4 or more different kinds. Interactions might cause dizziness, weakness or other side effects that could contribute to falls.   


4. If you know you have problems with walking and balance, work on improving your situation with the help of an occupational or physical therapist. There may be simple exercises or an assistive aid that will help. Remember, there is nothing wrong with using a rollator or cane. More than your pride can be hurt if you take an unnecessary spill.   


5. Wear shoes that fit! Slippers are fine, but they need to be non-skid with flexible soles to minimize risk of tripping.


�Install appropriate assistive aids to help prevent falls.


1. Bed rails ensure your safety if you move around while you sleep. They also provide something to hold when you are getting in and out of bed.   


2. Make it easier to rise from the toilet with a toilet support frame.    


3. Wet areas like tubs and showers should have properly installed grab bars.   


4. For people who are sedentary and have 24 hour caregivers in their home, there are pressure pads that signal when weight has been lifted off of them. Some of these devices have a recording you can program to say things like, “please sit down”. This may help deter a patient with dementia from getting up when they are alone in the room. �5. When falls are probable, have alerting devices available that will automatically call for assistance.

“Fire Safety for Oklahomans with Disabilities” is going strong. We have received 462 applications for specialized smoke alarms, covering 61 counties across Oklahoma. Many of the applications are for children with disabilities thanks to the extra publicity the program received from the State Department of Education and local newspapers. Program directors were praised by national leaders from FEMA and the US Fire Administration for their continued efforts to reach these populations, proving that Oklahoma is on the cutting edge of fire safety research and education. Visit http://okabletech.okstate.edu (Select “Fire Safety”) to complete an online application.  In addition, we are starting a new program as we partner with trainers from the Developmental Disabilities Services Division (DDSD) to offer a fire safety course for adults with developmental disabilities. The curriculum was designed by Stacy Everson of SEEDS Educational Services in California. The first courses are running in Stillwater, Claremore, and Jay. The course consists of three group classes and a home visit when participants receive a free smoke alarm that can be tested by remote control. Also during the home visit, the DDSD trainer asks participants to demonstrate their home escape plans and how to test their new smoke alarms. After completing the course, participants receive a flashlight, a certificate, and a fire safety poster to remind them how to exit the home if there is a fire. Making information technology accessible to the largest possible population of users has become a significant aspect of application and system development. Providing accessibility involves designing and modifying technology to make it accessible to users who would otherwise be unable to use it. This has become a growing element of the design process, due to government mandates as well as business considerations. Hardware and software assistive technologies have opened the Web to users with disabilities, though considerable work still needs to be done in order to achieve the goal of end-to-end accessibility for all users. This issue contains 13 papers on architectures, tools, applications, and assistive technologies designed to increase accessibility for diverse user groups.
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Gene was referred to the Oklahoma AgrAbility Project by an occupational therapist that was helping to increase his mobility and use of right side. Carla Wilhite, the AgrAbility specialist, made an on-site farm visit and worked with him to make a prioritized, detailed list of the barriers he was experiencing as a result of his stroke. Carla felt certain that Gene had good potential to return to operating the equipment because he did not have any significant cognitive or visual impairment that would interfere with his driving ability. Gene was referred to the Oklahoma Department of Rehabilitation Services (DRS) for vocational rehabilitation services. 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The Oklahoma Special Education Resolution Center (OSERC) program manages the special education due process hearing system for the State of Oklahoma. A due process hearing is a form of alternative dispute resolution.  It is the administrative hearing of a dispute between a school district and a parent/adult student regarding the special education of a student.  It is a step required by the law to be taken to try and resolve a dispute before taking the dispute to a court of law.
