Oklahoma ABLE Tech assistive technology (AT) training program for District AT Teams is more than just a 
“sit ‘n get” workshop.  ABLE Tech’s training continues after the workshop with 2 webinars and 4 activities to help teams practice what they have learned during the workshop. ABLE Tech provides teams with ongoing support. The Oklahoma ABLE Tech AT training content is based on nationally recognized Quality Indicators for Assistive Technology to provide guidance for districts in developing thorough, quality, assistive technology consideration and assessment procedures.  
Team participants earn continuing education hours/units. For a motivational and friendly competition among teams, team members earn points for completed activities. With 100% team participation for 5 activities, teams achieve the Gold Certificate of Completion. Teams who complete the bonus activity reach the Platinum Certificate of Achievement and are entered into a drawing. Three District AT Teams will be awarded $250 toward the purchase of AT for their district.
