
Ring on a Mouse

Directions:
1.	 Cut the decorative piece of the ring off, leaving just the loop.

2.	 (OPTIONAL) Use the sandpaper and smooth out the surface being attached to the 
mouse.

3.	 Adhere the part of the loop that was previously attached to the decorative piece to the 
mouse.

4.	 Let the adhesive dry before using.
