 All students admitted to Council accredited Collegiate Officer Program courses must meet 
the admission requirements of the college or university sponsoring the course.  Students 
enrolling in COP courses must also seek advisement from a counselor or advisor within 
the college or university's criminal justice/police science unit and in so doing, complete 
Part 2, 3 or 4 of this Advisement Statement/Enrollment  

                    
PART 1 - ADVISORY STATEMENT 

 
 
PROGRAM PURPOSE 

 
The purpose of the Collegiate Officer Program (COP) is to provide an alternative route to peace 
officer certification through CLEET authorized degree-granting institutions of higher education.  
COP courses of study are designed to include and cover all CLEET mandated basic peace 
officer academy course objectives.   

 
 
STUDENT INFORMATION 
 
► Certification may be obtained, at no cost to a student, by securing employment as a full-time 

peace officer, with any municipal, county or state law enforcement agency, and then attending a 
CLEET, or an approved academy city or agency, Basic Peace Officer Academy. 

 
► Completion of the Collegiate Officer Program is tied directly to the issuance of an associates or 

bachelors degree. 
 
► The Collegiate Officer Program must extend over a two (2) semester period of time in order to 

accommodate course prerequisites. 
 
► COP students must complete all courses that contain Functional Area 1.0.0 (Legal Matters) 

objectives prior to enrolling in any courses that contain objectives from Functional Area 6.0.0, 
Criminal Investigation; Functional Area 7.0.0, Traffic; and Functional Area 9.0.0, Patrol.  

 
► COP students must request, at their own expense, a criminal history clearance from the 

Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation, and a local records check from their county of residence 
prior to attending skills training courses.  Returns on the criminal history and local records check 
must be presented to the enrolling COP institution prior to student enrollment in skills training 
courses.  Returns that indicate prior convictions for felony offenses, or convictions for crimes of 
moral turpitude, will preclude enrollment in skills training classes.  (Some COP schools require an 
MMPI before going to the range.) 

  
► COP tract students are required to attend skills training courses continuously (Monday through 

Friday, sessions of eight to ten consecutive hours) during their final semester.  COP students 
shall be required to have one hundred percent (100%) attendance at skills training courses. 

 
► Academic courses of study require seventy percent (70%) as a minimum passing standard, with 

the exception of the First Aid course of study, which requires a higher minimum passing 
standard. 

 
► The qualification examination, which is taken upon the completion of COP course work, requires 

a score of seventy percent (70%) or higher. 
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► CLEET peace officer certification will be withheld until a student is employed by a city, county, or 

state law enforcement department or agency; is subsequently commissioned by the employing 
department or agency as a full-time peace officer; and until all statutory requirements for 
certification are met. 

 
► Successful completion of all phases of the Collegiate Officer Program does not guarantee full-

time employment as a peace officer.  Students should be aware that employing agencies 
generally conduct in-depth, through background investigations on prospective employees.   

 
 
STATUTORY REQUIREMENTS 
 
 
Students enrolling in COP courses must be aware of the statutory mandates found in 70 O.S. §3311 and 
in The Rules Governing the Council on Law Enforcement Education and Training which would prohibit 
one from receiving peace officer certification in Oklahoma.  The applicable state statutes and Council 
rules prescribe that: 
 
► No person shall be eligible to complete a basic police course approved by the Council if they 

have a record of a felony conviction or conviction of a crime involving moral turpitude. Such 
convictions shall disqualify a person from receiving peace officer certification in Oklahoma. 

 
► Once commissioned, applicants must take a psychological examination, such as the MMPI or its 

equivalent.  
 
► The applicants have a high school diploma or a GED certificate.  
 
► Every person employed as a police or peace officer in this state shall be fingerprinted.  One set 

shall be mailed to the Oklahoma State Bureau of Investigation and one set to the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation. 

 
► Rules governing the Council on Law Enforcement Education and Training state that persons 

"...hired after January 1, 1987, shall be twenty-one (21) years of age prior to completion of basic 
certification training." 

► Subject to the provision of funds to CLEET by the Oklahoma legislature, the number of training 
hours required for Oklahoma peace officer basic certification will be incrementally increased 
prior to 2010.  As a result, the kind and amount of academic training required of COP students 
must be correspondingly increased.  COP students understand that the additional training, the 
kind and amount of which may not be known at the time this advisory is given, must be 
completed before a student is eligible to submit to the qualification examination.  COP students 
will receive notification of any COP curriculum additions in as timely a manner as possible.
