Mr. Helton began the discussion by expressing his concern that allowing practical instruction by distance learning could, in the near future, provide more incentive for de-regulation. 
 
Mr. Sells acknowledged that we do have schools that are concerned with the practical side of this discussion but expressed more concern that if this situation (COVID-19) continues, then many schools will not be able to reopen.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Baldini stated that it is not just schools, 80% of the businesses are suffering not just schools, there will be several businesses that will not reopen. Schools on different levels would not be able to provide practical training online, Ronnie Carlson contradicted that statement saying that schools providing training for dental assistant, medial assistant, surgical technology has gone online as well.  Pam Martin also stated that yes online practical training is allowed for other occupations. Ronnie Carlson said NACAAS has been allowing it since some states are allowing it and it is a national concern and we should consider it if we are to survive this industry. He also asked how can we justify allowing this during a time of emergency but not other times? 

Pam Martin suggested we are living in fear of what this could do down the road and we could deal with that then, now we need to do what is needed to help students. 



Mr. Sells clarified that we are saying that education is still required towards licensure, we are doing education through a different method, and legislators could take this as a means of deregulation, but we’ve fought that fight for three plus years now, no one in this industry agrees with deregulation.   

Mr. Sells suggested that anyone who still has comments on this issue put their comments in writing to Sherry Lewelling (sherry.lewelling@cosmo.ok.gov) Board members will read those comments and address them in a future meeting. 
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1.  A motion was made by Mr. Helton and seconded by Ms. Callicoat to adopt emergency rules pursuant to 75 O.S. sec. 253 and Executive Order 2020-7,increasing hybrid learning for all courses from 10%  to 30% of course hours in theory subjects.

Machele Callicoat, yes. Austin, yes.  Avery, yes, Baldini, yes, Helton, yes, Luther, yes. Mather, yes.  Pham-Nguyen, yes.  Waight, yes. 

Mr. Sells reiterated that hybrid learning shall not be approved for practical training hours. 

Ms. Lewelling reminded all instructors  that ALL students can earn up to but no more than, 8 hours per day with a minimum of 15 hours per week.
