FY 2006 Justice Assistance Grant
The State of Oklahoma received $2.8 million in Justice Assistance Grant funds in 2006. This represents a $1.3 million reduction from 2005. Due to the significant reduction in funding, the Justice Assistance Grant Board voted to approve funding for Drug Task Forces (DTF) only, the state’s primary strategy in addressing illegal drug trafficking and distribution. The DTFs are the most active drug enforcement group in the state. Currently, 21 DTFs are funded in the State which represents 88 law enforcement officers dedicated to the effort.  Sixty six (66) of Oklahoma’s 77 counties received coverage from DTFs, which are all administered by local District Attorneys. With federal funding, the DTFs accomplished the following activities:  
· Arresting 3,218 offenders on drug related charges and 309 non-drug arrests which included weapons violations, knowingly concealing stolen property, identity theft, and fugitive warrants.  
· Seizing a wide variety of controlled and dangerous substances including:

· Methampehtamine-185 lbs or 900,000 dosage units

· Marijuana-1,305 lbs or 600,000 dosage units

· Cocaine-113 lbs or 500,000 dosage units

· Crack Cocaine-3.4 lbs or 18,000 dosage units

· Heroin-147 grams or 1400 dosage units

· Ecstasy-531 dosage units

· PCP-21 grams

· Serving 742 search warrants and providing assistance to other agencies on over 1,300 occasions.
· Providing 259 public presentations on prevention and intervention activities for schools, civic and community organizations where over 14,000 participants attended.

· Seizing over 1,000 weapons during the execution of arrests and/or search warrants.

· Arresting 50 illegal immigrants for drug violations.
