APPLICATION INFORMATION

INTENT OF APPLICATION

This grant application is intended for eligible applicants who wish to apply for funds under the Recovery Act Justice Assistance Grant – Local Law Enforcement Bulletproof Vest Initiative. PLEASE NOTE:  There are additional requirements in order to receive funding under the Recovery Act: Justice Assistance Grant Local Law Enforcement Grant. It is essential that applicants thoroughly read the ENTIRE document before preparing this application.

AVAILABILITY OF FUNDS

The District Attorneys Council, in conjunction with the Justice Assistance Grant Board, announces that $203,604.81 is available through the Recovery Act: Justice Assistance Grant for eligible local law enforcement jurisdictions to purchase new and/or replace bulletproof vests that have been damaged or are more than five years old. The Recovery Act funding is one-time funding and future funding may not be available.

COMPLIANCE WITH THE RECOVERY ACT PRIORITIES

Projects supported under the Recovery Act must adhere to the primary principles of this Act: 1) creation of jobs; 2) preservation of jobs; and, 3) promotion of economic growth.
ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

According to the Bureau of Justice Assistance, only the attached jurisdictions below are eligible for funding under the Recovery Act: Justice Assistance Grant because they have submitted Part 1 Violent Crime UCR data directly to the OSBI for at least 3 of the last 10 years for which UCR data are available. 
Police departments and sheriff’s offices must apply through their county commission or city council. Private/nonprofit organizations, campus security departments, jails, or state agencies are NOT eligible to apply for funding. 
Eligible jurisdictions can only receive a maximum of $10,000.  Some jurisdictions have previously received funding.  The list on the following page identifies the eligible jurisdictions and the maximum amount the jurisdictions can receive through the Bulletproof Vest Initiative.

DUNS NUMBER

All applicants are required to include a DUNS (Data Universal Numbering System) number in their application. A DUNS number is a unique nine-digit sequence recognized as the universal standard for identifying and keeping track of entities receiving Federal funds. The identifier is used for tracking purposes and to validate the address and point of contact information for federal assistance applicants, recipients, and subrecipients. Obtaining a DUNS number is a free, simple, one-time activity. To obtain a DUNS number or to see if the applicant agency already has a DUNS number, call 1-866-705-5711 or go to http://www.dnb.com/us/duns_update. Applications without a DUNS number will not be reviewed.

CENTRAL CONTRACTOR REGISTRATION 

The Recovery Act funding requires all applicants to be registered on the Central Contractor Registration (CCR) database. The CCR database is the repository for standard information about federal financial assistance applicants, recipients, and subrecipients. Organizations that have previously submitted applications via Grants.gov are already registered with CCR, as it is a requirement for Grants.gov registration.  This process may take several days.
Registration on the CCR must be completed prior to

making application for these grant funds.

PLEASE NOTE: Applicants must update or renew their CCR registration at least once per year to maintain active status. Information about registration procedures can be accessed at www.ccr.gov. 

BOARD PRIORITIES 

The JAG Board, comprised of 17 voting and non-voting members, is charged with determining priorities for funding, reviewing grant proposals, and determining awards for the grant funds. The Board has limited requests to procuring new bulletproof vests and/or replace damaged vests or vests that are more than five years old with a maximum award amount of $10,000. 
Funding is limited and priority may be given to those who have not received significant funding in the past five years from this grant program.
MATCH REQUIREMENT
There is no match requirement for this grant. 

REIMBURSEMENT OF FUNDS
In order to receive the funds, the subgrantee must order and pay for all approved vests and submit all required close-out documents prior to receiving payment. Upon receipt and approval of the close-out documents, reimbursement will be forwarded to the subgrantee in approximately three weeks.  

PERSONNEL REQUIREMENTS

The Project Director is the contact person for all project activities. The Project Director is responsible for meeting the purpose of the award. The Fiscal Officer is responsible for reporting the financial activity related to the award. The Project Director and Fiscal Officer may NOT be the same person. 

The Chief Executive Officer is the person with official signature authority to make financial and programmatic commitments on behalf of the applicant agency. The Chief Executive Officer must be the mayor, city manager, chairperson of the County Commission, or an authorized tribal leader. 

AWARD PERIOD

The award period for this grant is October 1, 2010, to March 31, 2011.
NON-SUPPLANTING OF FUNDS
The definition of supplanting means to deliberately reduce a local budget by using federal funds to replace funds designated for that purpose. An example of supplanting is when a local entity budgets $5,000 for equipment. Rather than spending the $5,000 as designated by the appropriation, the applicant agency uses $5,000 of federal funds awarded for the same purpose. The applicant agency replaced the local funds with federal funds thereby reducing the total amount available for the identified purpose. A federal award must enhance or supplement an existing budget and not decrease it because of the use of federal funds.

REPORTING REQUIREMENTS
Subgrantees of the JAG-LLE Program agree to comply with the regulations as set by federal guidelines and the Federal Grants Division in the DAC. These requirements include record-keeping and financial and programmatic reporting. The Financial Guide is provided at the Financial Training and will provide detailed information on the reporting requirements.

ACCOUNTABILITY AND TRANSPARENCY

Consistent with the special purposes and goals of the Recovery Act and its strong emphasis on accountability and transparency, it is essential that all funds from a Recovery Act grant be tracked, accounted for, and reported separately from all other funds (including DOJ grant funds from non-Recovery Act grants awarded for the same or similar purposes or programs). Awarded applicants must be prepared to track and report on the specific outcomes and benefits attributable to the use of Recovery Act funds. Awarded applicants must ensure that funds from any award are not commingled with funds from any other source.

Misuse of grant funds may result in a range of penalties, including suspension of current and future funds, suspension or debarment from federal grants, recoupment of monies provided under a grant, and civil and/or criminal penalties.

COMPLIANCE WITH REPORTING REQUIREMENTS   

The Federal Grants Division will review and report on the status of the fiscal and programmatic reporting requirements for all recent subgrantees to the JAG Board. Subgrantees must have all reporting requirements up-to-date prior to receiving an approved award.  

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY ASSURANCE OF COMPLIANCE CLAUSE

Compliance with the provisions of the following federal laws is required: 

· Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964

· Omnibus Crime Control and Safe Streets Act of 1968

· Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973

· Title II of the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990

· Age Discrimination Act of 1975

· Title IX of the Education Amendments of 1972

These statutes prohibit discrimination on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, sex, age, or disability. 

STANDARD ASSURANCES

CERTIFICATION REGARDING LOBBYING, DEBARMENT, SUSPENSION, AND OTHER RESPONSIBILITY MATTERS AND DRUG FREE WORKPLACE REQUIREMENTS

The authorized certifying official of the applicant agency is required to accept the Certification Regarding Lobbying, Debarment, Suspension, and Other Responsibility Matters; and Drug-Free Workplace Requirements. The applicant agrees to comply with the following requirements:

· Lobbying

The subgrantee, contractors, and subcontractors will not use any federal funds for lobbying. Any lobbying activities will be disclosed by completing the form, Disclosure of Lobbying Activities. 

· Debarment
The subgrantee has not been debarred or suspended from federal benefits and/or no such proceedings have been initiated against them; have not been convicted of, indicted for, or criminally or civilly charged by a government entity for fraud, violation of antitrust statutes, embezzlement, theft, forgery, bribery, falsification or destruction of records, making false statements, or receiving stolen property; and have not had a public transaction terminated for cause or default. 

· Drug-Free Workplace Policy

Each subgrantee shall implement and post within the agency a Drug-Free Workplace Policy.
· Information Technology Compliance

As appropriate, all equipment and software developed under this grant program must be compliant with U.S. Department of Justice information technology interface standards, including the National Criminal Intelligence Sharing Plan, the Global Justice XML Data Model, and the Law Enforcement Sharing Plan. 

· National Environmental Policy Act

All actions significantly affecting the quality of the environment are subject to the provisions of the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) and other related federal environmental laws. Most projects will not be affected by NEPA. If however, a project involves minor renovation, construction, or any other activity that may have an impact on the environment or change the use or function of a facility, the subgrantee must provide a full description of the proposed project to DAC prior to project implementation. A determination regarding whether any further action is necessary will be made to and by BJA. 

· Seat Belt Use

Recipients of federal funds shall encourage the adoption and enforcement of on-the-job seat belt policies and programs for its employees when operating company owned, rented, or personally owned vehicles.

· Limited English Persons

Recipients are required to take reasonable steps to ensure that limited English persons (LEP) have meaningful access to services provided by the grant. Meaningful access may entail providing language assistance services, including oral and written translation when necessary.

SIGNATURE OF CHIEF EXECUTIVE OFFICER

The Chief Executive Officer is the person with official signature authority to make financial and programmatic commitments on behalf of the applicant agency. The Chief Executive Officer must be a mayor, city manager, chairperson of the County Commission, or an authorized tribal leader. The Chief of Police or Sheriff is NOT authorized to sign this document. The Chief Executive Officer must sign the certifications and assurances, which are included in the application. 

REQUIRED SIGNATURES 

The signature of the Chief Executive Officer is required on the following documents:

· Certificate of Application  (page 19)

REQUIRED ATTACHMENTS

The applicant is required to submit with the application a current pricing document identifying the source, such as state contract or the catalogue or company, from which the estimated costs have been derived. A current pricing document is dated within one year of the date of the application. Applicants are encouraged to acquire the best value for the requested equipment. Often the best value for municipalities may be through the statewide contracts. Estimates for equipment may be obtained via the website: 
http://www.dcs.state.ok.us/SW_Contracts.nsf
If an item is not on state contract or the best value is from a private vendor, then the documentation from the vendor must be attached. For example, if the requested item is from the Galls catalogue, list Galls under Source for Purchase on the budget page and attach the catalogue pages describing the requested equipment. If the equipment is from a private vendor, list the vendor and attach the bid.   
NOTE:  If current pricing documents (current defined as dated within one year of the application due date) are not included with the application, the application will be disqualified. 
ATTACHMENT - Central Contractor Registration Confirmation
As per pages 8, all applicants must be registered on the Central Contractor Registration Database. To supply documentation that this requirement has been complete, go to http://www.ccr.gov, click on search CCR, enter the DUNS number of the applicant agency, click search. Print out the CCR Detail Search Results and attach the documentation with the application. 

DEADLINE TO SUBMIT AN APPLICATION

Submit the complete, original application (pages 16-19) and all attachments and fifteen (15) stapled copies of pages 16-19 and all attachments to the DAC by the deadline. All applications must be received at the DAC by 5:00 p.m. on June 30, 2010, whether hand delivered or mailed.  Applications received after that time will not be reviewed.  

AWARDS PROCESS

Staff will review all applications and make recommendations to the Justice Assistance Grant Board. The Board will then consider staff recommendations along with other information such as past funding, cost, type and number of requested vests, and history of the applicant regarding closeout procedures of past grants in making final funding decisions. Priority may also be given to tribal governments, police departments, and sheriff’s offices that have not received significant funding or do not have other resources available.  
AWARDS MEETING

The Justice Assistance Grant Board will meet to review applications and make awards on August 17, 2010, beginning at 10:00 a.m. at the District Attorneys Council, located at 421 NW 13th, Suite 290, in Oklahoma City. APPENDIX B

FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS 
1. Can we include bulletproof vests for reserve officers?  

Answer: 

Priority for funding will be given to part-time and full-time officers.  If funding is available, consideration will be given to reserve officers.  This program does not make a distinction between new hires and trained or certified law enforcement officers, as long as the officers in question meet the Act’s definition when the BVP funded vests are purchased.  The only relevant restriction applies to positions that are authorized or funded but unfilled; jurisdictions are not permitted to include anticipated vest needs for authorized but unfilled positions in their application.  
2. Is there a list of vests that are acceptable for purchase?

Answer: 

Yes. The DAC’s website contains a list of vests makes and models approved by the National Institute of Justice.  
3. Are stab resistance vests eligible for funding?

Answer: 

Yes. The National Institute for Justice issued its stab resistant body armor standard 0115.00 in September, 2000.  Several dozen vests are now listed in the acceptable list.   
4. Can we purchase other Ballistic equipment such as K9 body Armor, ballistic shields and helmets through BVP?

Answer: 

No.
5. Can we purchase other types of ballistic equipment through this program?

6. Will we have to certify that the vests purchased meet the program’s guidelines?

Answer: 

Applicant make various certifications about their jurisdiction and level of vest needs.  When a jurisdiction indicates that vests have been purchased, they are also certifying that the vests are in compliance with applicable standards and that the invoiced prices of vests do not include unrelated law enforcement equipment.  All transactions related to vest procurements are subject to state, federal and jurisdiction-based audits.  Purchase orders, receiving reports, and invoices need to be consistent with the provisions of the grant program on file for audit purposes. 
7. Are threat level IV vests eligible for funding?
