Grant funds will be used to create special interface software to enhance the exchange of criminal justice information data between Oklahoma prosecutorial districts, state systems, and by extension, to the FBI. Interfaces will include:  1) a two-way exchange with the database system in Oklahoma County District Attorney’s Office; 2)a two-way interface with the Tulsa County District Attorney’s Office; 3) a two-way interface to  District 2 District Attorney’s Office1; 4)a one-way interface to the OSBI’s Oklahoma Law Enforcement Exchange System (OKLeX); and, 5) a one-way interface to the Oklahoma Criminal Justice Resource Center’s ODIS law enforcement system.  
 In addition, new backup computer hardware will improve business continuity and a specialized software tool will be built with grant funds to identify and reduce duplicate person records in the case management system, improving overall data integrity. The goal of the project is to advance public safety by improving criminal justice data sharing between local, state and federal agencies, and improving the reliability and security of the shared information.
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
