[bookmark: _GoBack]The Indian Child Welfare Act (ICWA) currently applies for more than 1 in 5 of the children in out-of-home care in Oklahoma.  While some children are able to live with relatives, very few licensed foster parents are Native American. Too often, Native American children are placed out of preference with non-Tribal families.  The goal of this Collabroshop is to better serve Native American children and families and to ensure that Tribal families are available for children and teens that need to be placed away from their parents.
